1 ME. SITUATION

Mrs Stewart married Mr Steven Irvine in February 1992. This
marriage took place following a very brief relationship. The
family moved to a three apartment flat on the 8th floor of a tower
block. This house was originally rented by Mr Irvine, and is now a
Joint Tenancy. The home is reasonably well furnished and
maintained to an adequate standard.

Mr Irvine is currently unemployed and has made application to join
the Fire Service. He is a member of the Territorial Army,
Parachute Regiment, and is involved in Outdoor Pursuits as a
result. Mr Irvine has a reasonably positive attitude towards
Donald and Charles. It would also appear that he has had some
positive influence over Mrs Stewart and this is reflected in the
settled situation within the home and the decrease in Mrs Stewart's
alcohol consumptlon Case Records indicate that in the past there
had been several ,unfounded referrals made to the Department stating
that Mrs Irvine was heavily intoxicated . On theSe occasions Mrs
Irvine would admit to having consumed  alcohol but would not appear
incapable of caring for Charles. There has been no reoccurance of
these referrals or of this situation since August 1991.

ACCESS

Since February of this year there has been an improvement in the
relationship between'Donald and his mother. This is reflected in
the change in Mrs Irvine's attitude towards Donald visiting the
family home. Since February Donald has been invited by his mother
to visit the family home as often as he wished, more recently
Donald has had two overnight stays. Despite thls improvement in
their relationship Mrs Irvine continues to state that she will not
consider having Donald home on a permanent basis. The writer feels
that perhaps the relationship has reached a "steady state" and may
not develop further. Acceptance of the family ‘dynamics may enable
Donald to maintain some level of acceptance within the family.
Pressure to increase overnights or return Donald home may have an
adverse effect and create an unresolved imbalance in the present
situation pertaining to Donald and his mother's relationship.

In recent months it has also been found that whenever Donald and
his mother have a dispute it is generally reflected in Donald's
behaviour either in the community or within school and Beech
Avenue. At these times Donald can become verbally aggressive and
refuse to respond to. any requests made by his care staff. The
writer feels that this behaviour may be Donald's way of coping with
the rejection he experiences when his mother refuses to allow him
to visit. 1In contrast to the past when such disputes could last
for months, they now only last for a few days. Donald finds it
difficult to discuss his feelings when these incidents occur and
gives the impression of not wanting to say anything that may be
perceived as a criticism of his mother's parenting or behaviour.
Donald generally sees himself as being responsible for any disputes
between himself and his mother.

At a Child Care Review in August 1991 it was decided to pursue both
a Befriender and Community Parents on behalf of Donald. Subsequent
reports were completed and Donald was accepted for introduction to
Community Parents and a Befriender was identified. Mrs Irvine was
in full agreement with these decisions.

[



BEFRIENDER

Donald has been introduced to a Befriender and visits his home on a
monthly basis. Mr Laing was known to Donald when he worked as a
member of staff at Beech Avenue. He is now a gamekeeper on an
estate near Cumnock, Ayrshire. Donald enjoys these visits,
generally helping out on the estate and becoming involved in Mr
Laing's work. Such experiences will assist Donald in building
relationships whilst giving him experience im a possible source of
employment for the future.

COMMUNITY PARENTS

At the time of writing Community Parents have been identified for
Donald however, the '"link meeting" to discuss this further will not
take place until 21st of July 1992. Should this placement be
approved a further meeting will take place at the Adoption Panel on
the 6th of August. Donald is not aware that a couple have shown an
interest in him, at this time, as the above meetings need to take
place before he can be given the above information. Should there
be any movement forward in this area prior to the Children's
Hearing a Supplementary Report will be forwarded to your Department
providing the Panel with more details of the Placement.

SCHOOL

Donald continues to attend Balrossie School. A previous Child Care
Review had discussed the possibility of Donald returning to
mainstream schooling, namely Merksworth. Case records indicate
that Merksworth could not offer Donald a part time placement, and
it was believed that he would be unable to cope with a full time
placement. At a subsequent review it was decided that Donald
should remain at Balrossie for the foreseeable future. Donald has
stated a preference to remain at Balrossie, at least until he is
placed with Community Parents, thereby avoiding two changes in
school. The writer feels that should Donald be placed with
Community Parents he will need time to adjust to this transition
before changes in school should be considered.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATION

Donald's relationship with his mother has improved since his
mother's marriage in February. Donald also appears to have a
reasonably good relationship with Mr Steven Irvine and this is
having a positive effect on his mother's attitude towards him.
This is perhaps reflected on the recent acceptance of Donald into
the home on a regular basis. Mrs Irvine remains adamant that she
would not have Donald home on a permanent basis and continues to
support the Department's intention to pursue Community Parents.
The writer feels that the relationship between Donald and his
mother can be volatile and has now reached a more 'steady state"
where both parties feel more positive in their contact with each
other. However, attempts to move Donald back home may result in
this relationship breaking down and Donald experlenc1ng another
rejection by his mother.
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As stated in the report, a Befriender has been identified for
Donald. This appears to be going very well and is perceived as
being a very positive movement forward for Donald. Community
Parents have also been identified and it is hoped that Donald would
have been introduced to the couple prior to a Hearing being
convened. At the present time he is not aware of 'their interest
and this cannot be discussed with Donald until after the meetings
on the 21st July and 6th August respectivyely:

Given the above the writer would recommend that Donald remain the
subject of compulsory measures of care, residing at Beech Avenue
Children's Home.

PERSONAT, HISTORY

A.D.O. Child Care — (Renfrew)

Donald has been received into care on three previous occasions. His

mother had apparently attempted to attack him with a kitchen knife.

He

has a very low self esteem, blames himself for the -incident.

His relationship with his mother has always been poor and the early years
unstable. His father and mother separated after his birth. His mother
harbours resentment for his birth father due to his lack of support.

Donald was received into care initially for 4 months to a foster home as
mum had accommodation problems. This was resolved and she resides in
London.  On return to Scotiand 2 years later. She formed a relationship
and bad Charles, his younger brother. This seemed a more stable time.
Eventually the relationship deteriorated; however, they parted on good
terms.

Donald was again received into care due to his mother's illness. His stay
in the foster hame lasted 7 days. ILatterly he was received into care
again and during this period it was confirmed that Donald and his mother
did have a poor relationship, exacerbated by alcohol consumption on her
part. It was evident that she had no commitment to him and viewed each
situation as per her own needs. Her relationship with Charles proved less
difficult and she found him more manageable. She had a closer bond to
him.

The final reception into care occurred in March 1990. Their relationship
had not improved and the result was a camplete breakdown of the
relationship.

Donald previously had blamed himself for the problems. ILatterly he seems
more able to accept that it was not always his fault and that he will not

be returning hame.
PRESENT CTRCUMSTANCES

Donald's mother remarried in January of this year. Since then his access
to the family has increased and it has been noticed that Mr W has had a
calming effect on the family. Work has been undertaken to consider the
rehabilitative opportunities affected by the new circumstances. Donald's
mother maintains that she does not wish for him to return hame, she
expressed this at a child in care review and indeed at the last review
Donald intimated his desire to be considered for a cammmity parent
placement.

Over the last few months contact has again cooled and he sees the family
once perhaps twice per week.

The social work office continue to support and advise Donald's mother and
her husband. Situation remains stable. As Mr W is approximately 24 years
old Donald sees him as an older brother or friend and not as a father

fiqure.

Donald has a Befriender. Contact began 8 — 10 weeks ago and he has
travelled to see him in Cumock on two occasions.

Mr L knew Donald previous to the application and used to work in Beech
Avenue. he was employed as a gamekeeper on an estate outside Cumnock.
so far Donald has enjoyed the contact and anticipates seeing the
Befriender every four to six weeks. Mr L keeps in touch with Donald by
phone and also remains in contact with staff at the children's Home when
Donald is with him. It is expected that Donald and staff will need to
discuss travel arrangements to and from Cumock in the future.

BEFCH AVENUE

Within Beech Avenue, Vera King noted an increased maturity in terms of his
dealings with the issues on the go e.g. the purpose of the cammunity
parent placement; his mothers relationship; contact with the Befriender
ard his relationship with the older children in Beech Avenue.

He has accepted the marriage very well and sees the benefits to his
mother. Vera King noted that he is good at talking things through and
rationalising problems. He is now more tolerant with younger children.
He will now approach staff to deal with them when they annoy him. Vera
King stated that he will not entertain a group of children but has the
capacity to look after and take responsibility for one child. It was
noted that he relates well to his younger brother.
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Vera King commented how Donald's sense of self esteem seems to have
improved over the last few months. He is now more conscious of his
appearance and has tolerable standards of hygiene. He was described as a
personable and attractive lad. He has been out with girl-friends. He is
not very tidy and while keen on D.I.Y. can be a little over-enthusiastic.

Donald has discussed the idea of a placement with Vera King. He knows two
boys who are currently in successful placements. He is keen to make a
placement.

BALROSSTE & EDUCATION NEFEDS

In general terms, Donald copes well with his education at Balrossie. He
rarely truants but can at times be defiant with teachers. There are
on—going negotiations between Social Work Staff, Balrossie and the
Educational Psychologist in terms of his educational needs.

Ellen Finlayson gave a verbal report from the Educational Psychologists.
Lynn Townsend believes that while one school in the area i.e. St Iukes has
the capacity to support Donald in the transition to mainstream. However,
she believes that his medium term future remains at Balrossie until he is
scheduled to leave next summer. If he wishes to continue studying then he
would be advised to attend college.

HEALTH

Donald suffers from asthma. He smokes.
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LEGAL, STTUATTON

Donald is currently subject of a residential requirement which will be
varied to enable transfer.

DISCUSSTON — Re: MATCHING

It was agreed that Mr & Mrs L have several things to offer Donald in
placement. They are quite an active family and their social networks and
supports can offer him a context through which to became part of the
camunity as well as role models. They can offer him a degree of
independence in terms of having his own room and personal space as well as
the capacity to engage in more nurturing situation as required. Mr & Mrs
L are able to work with the Department and other carers, the boy sees e.q.
access to him family and his befriender. Donald's provisional stay in
Balrossie School has been explored as a possibility leading to the link.
Mr & Mrs L have no fixed agenda for placements in relation to educational
expectations.

As Mr & Mrs L. have an emergency placement at present, his age and attitude
were taken into account and Donald in many respects in representative of
the best type of match.

Mr & Mrs L have the capacity to cope with access arrangements as per the
need of the child and the geographical location while not all—important
will help Donald maintain links with his family and community.

Donald requires firmness in terms of limits and boundaries. Mr & Mrs L
can provide these.

Donald appears to
experience some difficulty in accepting full responsibility for his behaviour
but, does agree that he should not have been involved in offending behaviour.
Case records indicate that at the time of this offence, Donald was experiencing
relationship difficulties with his mother and, as stated in the previous report,
this often has an effect on his behaviour. Overall Donald does not appear to
display any deviant tendancies and generally remains within the law whilst in
the community.

The writer's recommendation remains the same as stated in the previous report.

Helen Trousdale (Keyworker) informed the review that Donald has continued to maintain
contact with his mother and the family pome. Donald and his mother had an argument on
the 5/5/92. He was subsequently involved in an incident at the Lagoon Leisure Centre -
which resulted in him being charged with a Breach of the Peace. Mrs Trousdale felt
that Donald's behaviour tends to deteriorate whenever he has an argument with his mother,
and this often results in Donald getting himself into trouble. Donald and his mother
have become friends and this relationship is viewed as being very positive. D Rankin
(OIC) feels that Donald is becoming more mature in his outlook and has been realistic
about attempting to modify his behaviour. Donald has also shown a level of maturity
in expressing his wish to pursue Community Parenting and not to return home on a
permanent basis. Although family contact will always be important to Donald. Mr
Rankine also commented on Donald's ability to demonstrate a level of understanding and
compassion for the new younger children arriving at Beech Avenue.

Report from Social Worker

Ellen Finlayson indicated that the home situation had remained stable for some time
and that Mrs :Iryine appears more settled since her marriage in January. Mr Irvine
appears to have a good relationship with Donald and the level of contact between
Donald and his mother has increased considerably since Mr Irvine became a member of
the family.

Befriending
Donald is due to spend an overnight with his befriender on the 15.5.92. It is likely
that this contact will be on a monthly basis but this can alternate, due to Mr Laing's

work commitments. Beech Avenue have ggreed to organise transport to Cumnock. .

Community Parents

Alex Nietl. (Family Finding) indicated that Community Parents were being pursued, and
it was hoped that an appropriate couple would be identified in the near future. Mr
Niel would liaise with Ellen Finlayson and any movement forward would be passed onto
Donald, his family and other agencies.

Report from Psychologist

Ms Towsend interviewed Donald and felt that he had matured since her last contact
with him. Ms Townsend feels that Donald is an intelligent boy and could cope with
mainstream schooling, on an educational basis. Concern was expressed over Donald's
ability to cope with any change of school, especially if it should co-incide with a
change of residence. Ms Townsend stated that if Donald had experience of mainstream
schooling he may be more attractive to a new school. However, she felt that Donald
should remain at Balrossie in the meantime. Donald may cope better with mainstream
schooling, once he was settled within a new home. Ms Townsend also felt that Donald
may benefit from being!placed within a family with older children.

Report from Balrossie

Cathy Reagan reported that Donald has been no great problem within the Unit. There
was a spate of bullying but this appears to have subsided.

Education

Mr Pettigrew referred to Donald's educational report and stated that he had the
potential to achieve h;s standard grades. Mr McEwan expressed his concern that
Donald's educational achievements maybe affected by him not attending mainstream
school and benefitting from all the scope that a comprehensive school may be able to
offer Donald. Mr McEwan also expressed his concern over Donald's involvement in
bullying within the school, which could not be tolerated. In the main however,

this appears to have decreased.

In conclusion, it was felt that Donald's overall behaviour had improved, despite his
recent involvement in offending behaviour. Donald's relationship with his mother
remains positive and contact will be maintained. Donald continues to express a

wish to have Community Parents, this is being pursued by Alex Niel from Family Finding.
In the meantime Donald will remain in Beech Avenue and continde to attend Balrossie.
Mainstream schooling may be pursued once Donald is settled with Community Parents.

The chairman underlined the importance of good liaison between the

Family Finding Team, Educational Psychologist and Balrossie School

when the time comes to placing Donald in a mainstream school. Negotation

with the new school would be of great importance.

Education Report:

Mr. Pettigrew outlined the positive points in the education report
especially in the areas of Art, Maths, Technical, Home Economics.

He is a capable pupil who should do well in certificate courses.

Mr. McKeown pointed out that Balrossie is a small school and cannot

offer the wide range of suﬁjects offered in a mainstream school.
However, we must try to maximise the educational possibilities

available.

The Chairman highlighted Donald's most recent involvement in bullying
one of the new boys and giving this lad a '"terrible time'". The

Headmaster will, under no circumstances, tolerate this sort of behaviour.

Summary of Discussion:
Introduction

As this was the first review involving Donald's new Social Work staff, the decisions from
the last few reviews were gone over. Donnie Rankine was then asked to briefly fill the
meeting in on the background to the case. '

Report from Beech Avenue

|
Donnie Rankine indicated that Donald had been in Beech Avenue for just over two years.
Initially both he and his brother had been in care. They had then returned home, but
Donald ended up back up in Beech Avenue. Donald did attend ordinary school but, due
to difficulties, moved to Balrossie in June 1991. Donald has generally done ok at
Balrossie, although was suspended for two days, for being insolent to teachers. A
proposed return to mainstream schooling for Donald has been mentioned but Donnie Rankine
questioned whether Donald would be able to cope with the openness of this regime.
Within Beech Avenue Donald's fortunes have been mixed. His behaviour can be very
problematic and, has recently deteriorated quite a bit. It is believed that Donald
abuses solvents (though evidence of this is hard to find) and that this has increased
since his mother's recent marriage. When confronted about his behaviour by a member of
staff, Donald can be both abusive and insulting. Donald has sporadic contant with
his mother and brother. )

SUMMARY OF DISCUSSION CONT

Befriending Situation

This came around for Donald when an ex-temporary member of staff at Balrossie indicated
that he would be interested in befriending a child there-after his departure. Case is
soon been to go back to the Adoption Panel in order that the Befriender can be
approved. Beech Avenue feel that, although Donald has some uncertainties about a
befriending situation, that this may give him some regular structure in his life and
something to look forward to.

The only other issue Beech Avenue are concerned about is the'possible abuse of
solvents by Donald, which he denies. At a recent medical, the doctor commented on
Donald's shaking hands. A can of lighter gas was also found under Donald's bed
recently. Staff are trying to keep an eye on this situation.

teport from Social Worker

Ellen Finlayson indicated that she has recently taken over the case. She has now met
most of the family, including Mrs Irvine's new husband. She intends visiting Donald
on a fortnightly basis and Mrs Irvine every two to three weeks. Ellen has not yet
visited the proposed befriender for Donald but, intends doing so in the near future.
She added.that, as yet, there was no date for the Adoption Panel.

Regarding Community Parents, Donald is very keen on this motion of going to live with
a family. Ellen indicated that she has been in touch with the Family Finding Team,
who are progressing the issues involved. As yet no potential families have been
identified.

Access

- I

Donald continues to have sporadic contact with his family. Since his mum's marriage
Donald has raised the possibility of spending overnights. Howéver, whilst Mrs
Irvine is keen to see Donald on a daily basis, she made it quite clear that

vernight stays are out.

It was generally agreed that access could continue to be flexible and, would be left
to the discretion of Beech Avenue staff. Donnie Rankine indicated that he would
arrange for a staff member to take Donald home, and then collect him later on. This
would ensure his safety and help him avoid potential trouble spots around Beech
Avenue.

Report from Balrossie

Cathy Regan reported that Donald has a good relationship with his keyworker at Balrossie
and, when in his best frame of mind, behaves well. Otherwise his behaviour is variable
in the unit. Donald enjoys rough and tumble play, dummy fighting etc. He also shows
nervousness when having to attend Reviews, the GP etc.

Education

Donald is a capable boy when he applies himself and when he behaves in Balrossie. He
has previously been suspended for being cheeky and insolent.

In terms of his academic ability, it is felt that Donald has standard grade potential.
Education staff are particularly concerned about him missing out on parts of the
curriculum, especially modern languages, which Balrossie cannot provide the teaching
staff for. It is felt Donald needs extra input for french, which could be provided
if Donald returned to mainstream schooling. /

This is an.issue which has been on the agenda for the last couple of Child in Care
Reviews. After some discussion however it was felt that it would be inappropriate
to move Donald anywhere else until a psychological assessment had been carried out.
Lynn Townsend has been involved with Donald, but has not seen him recently. It was
agreed that the Social Worker would attempt to contact Lynn before the next meeting
and ask her to see Donald.(also to attend the next Review). Donald stated that,
whilst he would like to move on he also thinks that maybe he should wait until
community parents are identified for him, and he can then begin attendance at a
school in their area. It was therefore agreed to leave this issue meantime and, to
follow it up at the next review.

A date was set a couple of months ahead for a further meeting, in order to allow
Ellen Finlayson to follow through the agreed issues from this discussion.

3 Although no community parents have yet been identified as suitable for
Donald, hHe continues to show some interest in this possibility.

4, Donald states that since his mother moved in to her new house about the
middle of Janaury he sees her every alternate day. The new development

which has still to be confirmed may be a start to a better relationship

between Donald and his mother.

Since Donald's last Review, Mrs. Stewart made a short visit to see Donald
at the Christmas holidays. Donald was unsettled and quite unhappy for a

time after this visit.

5. Fortnightly counselling by extraction from class has been irregular,
due mainly to holiday periods. However, short daily meetings and
talks seem to have established a friendly bond. Donald has no

hesitation in seeking advice or information on occasions.
Communicating with other concerned agencies is regularly attended to

by Gerry.

Unit:
Donald's behaviour within the unit is variable, but generally he is quite
boisterous, and keen to be involved in rowdy games. There are times when he

is an annoyance to other boys.

Boy's View:

Donaid would like to "get out" of Balrossie. He feels comfortable but knows
that we are limited on what can be offered educationally.

Merksworth High School although suitable for his needs would not be his own
choice.

THE FAMILY

1. Description of Birth Family:

Donald's mother, Miss Lorraine Stewart, is of medium height, short light brown
hair, pale complexion, brown eyes, and a round face. Donald physically is very
like her to look at. Miss Stewart's personality can be changeable. She has not
proved to be co-operative during the period of time Donald has been in care.
Miss Stewart seems to find it difficult to offer Donald and her younger son,
Charles, any emotional support, although her physical care has been resonable.
When Miss Stewart is worried or upset she tends to shout both at workers and at
. her own children. As a result, the noise level within the house is very high.

Miss Sfewart needs constant reassurance -that the Department is not going to

" insist the Donald returns home. She seems to find it difficult to believe that
Donald is capable of changing, and that he is not the same boy she cared for
when he was at home. Miss Steart continues to state that she does not want her
son back in the house, either for access visits or for a full-time return home.
Miss Stewart was until recently determined that her younger son Charles would
not have access with Donald, however: ;recenbtly she has been persuaded to let
Charles visit Donald at the Children's Home. She impresses as a young lady who
is very obstinate in her views, however, can be talked round on several points.

Lorraine Stewart does not seem to have a high intelligence level, although she
seems to manage household accounts for both herself and her mother, who lives

separately.

Miss Stewart's health appears to be good, she eats well as does her son Charles,
however, the conditions in the home are not good. Miss Stewart's house seems to
be in a state of constant disruption, constantly promising to redecorate but

never seems to get round to this.

o

Lorraine Stewart can become easily depressed, although this seems to be linked
to the amount of alcohol she has consumed. Miss Stewart admits to drinking two
or three pints of lager per day, but does not see this as a problem to her. It
has often been reported to the Department that Miss Stewart is drumk, although
when this is checked out it is discovered not to be the case. She has been
encouraged on several occasions to seek help for this pattern of drinking but

has constantly refused.
Miss Stewart has no physical or mental disabilities.

Lorraine Stewart is presently unemployed and states that she has no intention of
seeking work. She enjoys live music, and seeks most of her social outlet in the

local pub.

Miss Stewart also enjoys watching television along with her young son, Charles.

Dornalds father, Mr William Burgess, has not cared for Donald since birth. He is
tall, slim, has dark hair, and impresses as a quiet young man. Since Donald was
received into care, Mr Burgess has only expressed a brief interest in Donald.
Police checks and inter-departmental checks proved positive, however, while
these were being carried out, Mr Burgess moved within the Ferguslie Park area
without giving his new address. Mr Burgess now lives with his new cohabitee and
three young children. He stated that he could not care for Donald on a full-
time basis because of this family. Mr Burgess also has another child slightly
younger than Donald, who attends Balrossie School along with Donald. Although
Donald is aware of this, he has no particular friendship with young William,

Donald's young half brother, Charles, is now 7-years old, lives at home with his
mother, and attends the local Primary School. Charles is tall for his age, has
blonde hair, and a charming happy personality. He states that he misses his
elder brother Donald, and is now happy that he is allowed to see Donald on a
weekly basis. Charles seems to be quieter than Donald but his mother finds him
easier to cope with. Charles' father lives in a nearby town to Paisley, and
until recently both boys had access to him. Charles' father has not contacted
Donald whilst he has been in care and does not seem to have contact with Charles
anymore.

Donald has had brief contact with other members of his family, aunt,
grandmother, and cousins. None of these family members, however, have shown
more than a brief interest in Donald, and at no time have offered to care for
Donald on a full-time basis. Donald enjoyed this contact and found it difficult
to cope with rejection by them.

2. Family History

Miss Stewart states that she received little support from Donald's father around
the time of his birth. She states that he and his family ''snatched" Donald from
her but that he was returned to her care fairly quickly. Miss Stewart states
that at no time did she receive financial help or other support from him. There
seems to be much ill-feeling on her part towards Mr Burgess and his family.

Miss Stewart found it difficult to understand Donald's desire to see his father

Donald was placed in foster care for several months shortly after his birth due
to Miss Stewart's accommodation difficulties. Shortly after this, it appears
that Miss Stewart and Donald moved to stay with relatives in London. Little is
known of this time although it seems the family lived here for 1% to 2 years.
On her return to Scotland, Miss Stewart lived with the father of Charles for
approximately 7 or 8 years. She describes this relationship as fairly stable
and the couple seem to have parted on good terms. As was noted before, Charles
and Donald both had contact with this man until fairly recently.

Miss Stewart now has a new boyfriend, a Mr Thomas McDonald. The couple live
separately/... -

separately, and Mr McDonald has a grown up family of his own. Donald is not
entirely happy at this relationship, but accepts it reasonably well. Miss
Stewart has spoken for a number of years about marriage, but the couple seem to
have no immediate plans. Mr McDonald does not view himself as a father figure
toward Donald, and has no intention of caring for Donald on a full-time basis.

3. Birth Family's Wishes for the Child

When Donald was first receive into care in March 1990, Miss Stewart attended all
Child Care reviews. Although she consented to the plans that Donald return
home, she proved unco-operative when these plans were being carried out. She
now no longer comes to Child Care reviews, and seems to have little interest in
Donald's future. Miss Stewart continues to state that she does not want Donald
to return home on a full-time basis, although as has been noted before, is
allowing Donald access to Charles. Before Donald started attending Balrossie
School, he saw his mother on an informal basis every Monday morning. It is also
~ suspected that Donald sees his mother more often than is admitted. It is felt

that this informal access is important to Donald, although it seems to becoming
less so. Donald now seems able to cope with the idea of moving on.

Donald's future has been subject of on going work with Miss Stewart for a number
of months but she continues to show little interest in the future plans. She
also finds it difficult to understand the legal position that Donald is in, and
her own continuing responsibility for him. It is not expected that Miss Stewart
will take any legal action to oppose future plans.

THE CHILD
1. Child's Profile

Donald Stewart is of medium height, slim, has short blonde hair, brown eyes, and
a pale complexion. He is an active boy, full of fun, can be cheeky, and is
becoming more mature in his outlook in life.

'When Donald has a structured daily routine his behaviour is usually controlable.
For August 1990 until Easter 1991, Donald's behaviour was deplorable. He
started mainstream eduction in August 1990 and found it difficult to cope with
this pressure. His behaviour in the Children's Home grew steadily worse.

Donald became involved in anything that was going on around him. He was cheeky
to staff, bullied younger children, came and went as he pleased, and often was
involved in acts of vandalism, theft, glue sniffing, and alcohol abuse. Despite
punishment, restrictions within the home, and the threat of the possible move
from Beech Avenue, Donald's behaviour did not improve until he began to attend
Balrossie School as a day pupil. Donald was not an obvious leader; he tended to
become involved in any trouble that was brewing, usually the one to be first
caught. Although Donald's behaviour deteriorated, staff continued to describe
him as a likeable boy. Donald responded very well on a one-to-one situation,
but found it very difficult to cope with a group setting. Since starting at
Balrossie School, which is providing a structure to his day, Donald's behaviour
is improving 100 percent. He is now concentrating on remaining out of trouble,

proving/...
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proving himself more helpful within the home. Donald is also talking about his
future in a mature and sensible manner. Much of Donald's behaviour can be
linked to the rejection by his mother. Donald also feels rejection by the other
members of his extended family.

Donald enjoys individual attention. He is at his best when on his own with his
Keyworker or his Social Worker. He is also responding well to the small classes
within Balrossie School. Donald seems to be afraid of little other than
attending the doctor or attending the hospital.

Donald presents as a distrubed little boy, reflecting his emotional instability
and lack of- consistent care in the past. Within the home he finds it difficult
to accept disipline, preferring to argue that he is right; again in this area,
Donald is showing a marked improvement. Within Beech Avenue, a structured

. routine is difficult to achieve because of changes and pressures in staff.
Donald responds well, however, to the routine at school. He responds better to
a structured day, than being allowed freedom to do as he will. Donald eats
well, sleeps well, and is able to look after himself physically. When first
starting Balrossie, it was noted that Donald did not eat well, however this soon
passed. Donald enjoys swimming outings, and getting involved in electronic .
work. He has recently become involved in local youth newspaper, and is at
present preparing a short article for them. Donald can at times be obstinate,
taking this from his mother, but can be talked round. When given new ideas,
Donald needs time to think about these, but is able to come back at a later date
with his thoughts and reactions.

Donald has been involved in a Social Work Group Project. He seems to find it
difficult to relate to others of his own age, as he often tends to speak before
thinking before hand. When Donald is interested in a subject, he tends to do
well if he applies himself.

Donald desperately needs security in his life. He seems, understandably, to
have little trust in adults. Although coping at the present with life in a
;Children's Home, Donald desperately needs the stability of a good family
placement.

Donald is initially distrustful of adults, and would need time to become used to
a change in circumstances. As he gets older, however, Donald is becoming more
able to do this. He still has a tendency to run away from problems, feeling
often that it is better to state that he will not attend reviews, meetings, etc,
although, again this is changing.

2. Health

Donald keeps good physical health., He has suffered from Asthma for a number of
years, and presently uses an inhaler. A full medical was requested at the time
of Donald's admission to Balrossie, however, Donald did not co-operate with this
and there is no recent medical report. Donald suffers the usual physical
injuries sustained by a boy of his age and is guilty of nursing these for a
numbe of days before infoming residential staff. This seems due to his fear of



medical treatment. As has been noted before however, Donald can be talked into
rece1v1ng appropriate treatment. There is no known medical problem within
Donald's natural family.

3. Intelligence and Level of Functioning

Donald's intelligence seems to be normal for a boy of his age. Whilst at
Hunterhill Tutorial Centre, the reports showed that he coped well with his
school work. It was his behaviour that.seemed to be the problem. Now at
‘Balrossie, reports again show that Donald is well within the normal level of
intellegence. His school work is slightly behind, but thls seems more due to
the schooling he has missed than a deficiency on Donald's part. Phy31cally,
too, he seems to be developing well within the normal limits. Donald's
behav1our can sometimes be that of a boy much younger, again this is improving,
and can be explained in terms of Donald's upbringing.

V.4, School

Donald started his school career at Gallowhill Primary School. Although his
school work seemed to be satisfactory, Donald's behaviour caused some concern.
In August 1988, he was moved to Hunterhill Tutorial Centre in Paisley. He
continued to cope well educationally, his behaviour remaining a cause for
concern. Donald completed his Primary education at Hunterhill, and .remained
there for his first year of Secondary education. In May 1990, a meeting was
held at Hunterhill Tutorial Centre, including Psychological Serv1ces, Social
Work, and Donald's mother. It was decided at this meeting, with some
misgivings, that Donald would be able to return to full-time mainstream
education. It was agreed that Donald return to Merksworth High School in
Paisley, starting with the first year. This he did in August 1990. As
suspected however, Donald could not cope with the pressures that mainstream
education presented. It was also around this time that it was recognised that
return home for Donald was impossible. The pressure proved too much for him,
and Donald did not return to Merksworth High School. In a Child Care Review in
October, it was decided that Donald should not return to mainstream education
~but an alternative educational placement be sought. Application was made to

- Balrossie School and Donald started here in Easter 1991. Reports from Balrossie
during Donald's first term weére positive. He coped well with the work in all
subjects and his behaviour improved 100 percent. It was recognised that this
was a honeymoon pericd, but this improvement has continued this term. Donald
appears to enjoy Balrossie, his attendance is good, and a recent meeting at the
school was positive. Donald appears to relate well to both teachers and fellow
pupils, responding well to the smaller classes in the school. It is envisaged
that Donald will eventually return to mailstream education, although a time
scale has not been agreed upon. This would be done on a planned basis, Donald
beginning to attend the local named school possibly one half day per week.
Teachers at the school are confident that Donald would be capable of completing
standard grade courses in most subjects. When considering a future placement
for Donald it will be important to give sole consideration to the school
situation. Donald may be able to cope with mainstream education in the future,
but much supports w1ll be needed at this time. It is important that Donald is
not "set-up to fail" in any new school situation. Donald has lost a lot of )
confidence in school and it is important to maintain the improvement he has made
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Balrossie School, which is providing a structure to his day, Donald's behaviour
is improving 100 percent. He is now concentrating on remaining out of trouble,
proving himself more helpful within the home. Donald is also talking about his
future in a mature and sensible manner. Much of Donald's behaviour can be
linked to the rejection by his mother. Donald also feels rejection by the other
members of his extended family.

Donald enjoys individual attention. He is at his best when on his own with his
Keyworker or his Social Worker. He is also responding well to the small classes
within Balrossie School. Donald seems to be afraid of little other than
attending the doctor or attending the hospital.

Donald presents as a distrubed little boy, reflecting his emotional instability
and lack of consistent care in the past. Within the home he finds it difficult
to accept disipline, preferring to argue that he is right; again in this area,
Donald:is showing a marked improvement. Within Beech Avenue, a structured
routine is difficult to achieve because of changes and pressures in staff.
Donald responds well, however, to the routine at school. He responds better to
a structured day, than being allowed freedom to do as he will. Donald eats
well, sleeps well, and is able to look after himself physically. When first
starting Balrossie, it was noted that Donald did not eat well, however this soon
passed. Donald enjoys swimming outings, and getting involved in electronic
work. He has recently become involved in local youth newspaper, and is at
present preparing a short article for them. Donald can at times be obstinate,
taking this from his mother, but can be talked round. When given new ideas,
Donald needs time to think about these, but is able to come back at a later date
with his thoughts and reactions.

Donald has been involved in a Social Work Group Project. He seems to find it
difficult to relate to others of his own age, as he often tends to speak before
thinking before hand. When Donald is interested in a subject, he tends to do
well if he applies himself.

Donald desperately.needs security in his life. He seems, understandably, to
have- 11tt1e trust in adults. Although coping at the present with life in a
Children's Home, Donald desperately needs the stability of a good family
placement.

Donald is initially distrustful of adults, and would need time to become used to
a change in circumstances. As he gets older, however, Donald is becoming more
able to do this. He still has a tendency to run away from problems, feeling
often that it is better to state that he will not attend reviews, meetings, etc,
although, again this is changing.

2. Health

Donald keeps good physical health. He has suffered from Asthma for a number of
years, and presently uses an inhaler. A full medical was requested at the time
of Donald's admission to Balrossie, however, Donald did not co-operate with this -

and/...
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and there is no recent medical report. Donald suffers the usual physical
injuries sustained by a boy of his age and is guilty of nursing these for a
numbe of days before infoming residential staff. This seems due to his fear of
medical treatment. As has been noted before however, Donald can be talked into
receiving appropriate treatment. There is no known medical problem within
Donald's natural family.

3. Intelligence and Level of Functioning

Donald's intelligence seems to be normal for a boy of his age. Whilst at
Hunterhill Tutorial Centre, the reports showed that he coped well with his
school work. It was his behaviour that seemed to be the problem. Now at
Balrossie, reports again show that Donald is well within the normal level of
intellegence. His school work is slightly behind, but this seems more due to
the schooling he has missed than a deficiency on Donald's part. Physically,
too, he seems to be developing well within the normal limits. Donald's
behaviour can sometimes be that of a boy much younger, ‘again this is improving,
and can be explained in terms of Donald's upbringing.

4., School

Donald started his school career at Gallowhill Primary School. Although his
school work seemed to be satisfactory, Donald's behaviour caused some concern.
In August 1988, he was moved to Hunterhill Tutorial Centre in Paisley. He
continued to cope well educationally, his behaviour remaining a cause for
concern. Donald completed his Primary education at Hunterhill, and remained
there for his first year of Secondary education. In May 1990, a meeting was
held at Hunterhill Tutorial Centre, including Psychological Services, Social
Work, and Donald's mother. It was decided at this meeting, with some
misgivings, that Donald would be able to return to full-time mainstream

. education. It was agreed that Donald return to Merksworth High School in

- Paisley, starting with the first year. This he did in August 1990. As
suspected however, Donald could not cope with the pressures that mainstream
education presented. It was also around this time that it was recognised that
return home for Donald was impossible. The pressure proved too much for him,
and Donald did not return to Merksworth High School. In a Child Care Review in
October, it was decided that Donald should not return to mainstream education
but an alternative educational placement be sought. Application was made to
Balrossie School and Donald started here in Easter 1991, Reports from Balrossie
during Donald's first term were positive. He coped well with the work in all
subjects and his behaviour improved 100 percent. It was recognised that this
was a honeymoon period, but this improvement has continued this term. Donald
appears to enjoy Balrossie, his attendance is good, and a recent meeting at the
-school was positive. Donald appears to relate well to both teachers and fellow
pupils, responding well to the smaller classes in the school. It is envisaged
that Donald will eventually return to mailstream education, although a time
scale has not been agreed upon.

Sheena McDonald described the home situation, about how the relationship between
Mrs. Stewart and Charles was a good one compared with the fraught situation between
Mum and Donald. Donald still does not want to come home and there is still a lot
of tension between them. So there seems to be very little change.

As far as Donald's education is concerned, there are plans for a move to Merksworth
School, since there are school supports there, although Mum was a bit unhappy about
this.

Charles appears to take a back seat, he is a loving child if a bit cheeky but Donald
m%sses him.

Mother

Lorraine feels Donald was spoiled before Charles was born and so has a chip on his
shoulder, but says both will be treated equally now. She said when Charles needed
discipline, he was kept in and sent to his own bed when in fact he usually slept
with her. She is a bit apprehensive and feels it will not be easy when Donald
comes back. However she will give commitment and expects him also to do so. BShe
feels the difference between Donald and Charles is that Charles acceptscorrection,
but it was pointed out to her that, of course, he is younger. She also feels that
Donald gets luxuries in care which he does not get at home but she wants him home

although she will need support.

Beech Avenue

Donald is difficult and Charles has a different nature but he has an interest in
swimming which could be fostered : It was felt that Donald would continue to be
difficult to manage with potential for conflict between Donald and his mother.

conclusion — W. Eadie

In anticipation of the longer term, i.e. 6 months, it is necessary to work with
Lorraine and Donald so that the relationship is not a battle. Donald needs limits,
in terms of both cash and behaviour, but a risk still exists. So the chairman
suggested Charles be taken off the Register as it was now clear that Mrs. Stewart
could cope with him without resorting to corporal punishment.

There was no dissent.

He further suggested Donald be kept on the Register under the category of Physical
Abuse and Mrs. Stewart agreed, because of past difficulties of the potential for
problems on Donald's return home in the near future.

The chairman also suggested there were more options now to help Donald, via Community
Support Programme and use of a Swimming Club, which could help to build self discipline

as well as interest. -

HOME - BACKGROUND :

Donald and Charles Stewart have been knowrn to the Department for a number of years and

under Supervision since early 1986. Since that time Donald has been involved in several
Groupwork Projects run by this Department, namely Sacred Heart Youth Club which he still
attends and a Primary Group which no longer runs. Donald also had contact with a befriender
and a Youth Club in Hunterhill but those contacts have now ceased. This was a decision

by Miss Stewart to reduce Social Work con=act in order to 'punish' Donald and take more
control of his behaviour. Although this was a negative step, it was seen in a very positive
light as Miss Stewart was constantly beingz encouraged to take more interest and responsibility

for Donald.

Donald was also pleased at this step as it gave him more time to pursue his own interests
re Karate. -

Donald attends Hunterhill Tutorial Centre and reports recently state that he is deing very
well. Mrs. McCusker (Head Teacher) encourages Miss Stewart to take an interest in school
meetings and reviews and Miss Stewart responds well to this.

Charles has had little contact with the Social Work Department other than Social Worker's
visits. It was noted at the last Review Hearing that Miss Stewart believed that the
relationship between the two boys was improving.

“"RESENT SITUATION:

Donald and Charles were taken into care on 27/10/89 where Miss Stewart hit out at Donald
with a knife resulting in several superficial scratches. It was discovered on the evening
that the Child Abuse investigation was carried out that Donald and Charles were left in

the care of a 15 year old cousin and this, along with the attack, was found to be unacceptable.

Following a Child Abuse Case Conference when the names of Donald and Charles were placed on
the At Risk Register and the subsequent Panel, the boys were allowed home to await the case
being remitted fot Proof.

During this time the family situation seems to have settled slightly. Both boys state that
they want to be at home and Donald especially has been very supportive and protective
towards his mothex.

Miss Stewart states that she finds it difficult to cope with the boys' behaviour at times
and the Department is at present looking =st the best way to éive support to the family.
In the past this has taken the form of grcupwork and this is now being reconsidered in
the light of the recent events.

Since the children were placed on the Child Abuse Register work has been restarted with

Miss Stewart on her own circumstances. Miss Stewart herself had a very unsettled background
and is emotionally insecure, this insecuriZty communicates itself to her children thus among
many of the problems within the family.

Involvement in a Women's Group has been suggested to Miss Stewart and although she is unsure

Donald and Charles have been on supervision for several years mostly because of
Mum's handling of the children. Focus of the work has mainly been Donald's
behaviour and his mother's attitude to this., Since June 1989 reports from the
schools and groupworker were that the home gituation was stable. Within
Hunterhill, Donald had been coping well and Charles had also been settled at
Gallowhill Primary. However on 27th October during a home visit, Miss Stewart
informed social worker that she had attacked Donald with a knife resulting in
several cuts to his legs. Miss Stewart has subsequently been charged with
assault.

After the incident, on visiting Miss Stewart's home, social worker found that
she had arranged for the boys go to an Aunt's house on their own and the only
person at this house was a 15 year old cousin. The children were consequently
received into care. The Panel discharged them on 1.11.89 and they were returned
home. A Hearing has been continued for 3 weeks. Since then Donald has been
unsettled, the reason for this appearing to be that he misses the stability
offered by the Children's Home.

Mr. Gray noted that at a previous DASU meeting there were issues surrounding the
children's natural father, and Social worker reported there had been contact
every 2nd weekend but visits had stopped because Donald had felt unwanted since
the arrival of a baby in the house. Mr. Gray asked if Miss Stewart had formed a
relationship with anyone and social worker reported that Miss Stewart has a
boyfriend but it was difficult to ascertain how serious or permanent a
relationship this was. Mr. Gray felt that this should be investigated.

It was noted that Donald was involved in groupwork sessions and had a
befriender. Social worker reported that contact with the befriender had stopped
because Miss Stewart saw this involvement as a reward for bad behaviour. Donald
does however attend an I.T. group at Sacred Heart.

CONCLUSION: After further discussion it was agreed that the social
worker meet with J. Docherty, I.T. Officer to review
groupwork and befriender situation.

Social worker also to explore issue of Miss Stewart's boyfriend.

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INTERVIEW WITH DONALD AT SCHOOL:

Workers Spoke'fo Mrs.: McCusker (Héad.Teacher) who stated that Donald's behaviour
had improved and that he: had settled down in schocl. She was of the opinion that
relationships were good at home .

Donald stated that on Monday his mum came home around 5 p.m. She was very upset
because she had argued with Tam (her boyfriend). She asked Donald to bring her

a knife; he could not find the sharp knife so brought her a blunt one. She became
angry, so he went back to the kitchen and found the bread knife. When he brought
this back, she went '"berserk!" and started to hit him with this knife. When she
stopped, he ran from the room. but heard her crying so returned. He helped her tend
her foot which she had cut on a piece of broken plate, then made her a cup of tea,
before tending his own cuts. He claimed that. things had gone very well at home
since that time.

Workers examined Donald's lower legs - he had 2 cuts on each leg. Donald claimed

that they did not hurt and did not bleed much at the time. Workers discussed situation
with C. Bell, S.S.W. and W. Eadie - Area Manager. It was felt the child should

be medicalled and the matter reported to the Police as an assault had been committed.

Workers took Donald for a medical to Dr. Haran at the Russell Institute. As well
as the two cuts on each leg below the knee, Donald had a longer cut on both thighs.
Dr. Haran mentioned that one of the cuts on his lower leg may have benefitted from
a stitch at the time, however they are heallng well. ,

On returnlng to the hcuse at 3.45 workers found the door on the latch and Charles

in the house on his own. The television and gas fire were both on. There was a

note from Miss Stewart to Donald telling him to take himself and Charles to Aunt Aggie's
in Netherhill Road.

When the workers visited this address, it was found that the only person in the
house was the 15 year old daughter of Aunt Aggie.

Workers returned with the boys to the office, spcke to C. Bell (S.S.W.) and W. Eadie
(Area Manager) who decided that the children be admitted to care under a Place of
Safety Order. Miss Stewart's whereabouts were unknown; although Donald stated she
would be out drinking. Her attitude during the interview earlier in the day was
mest concerning, she had shown no remorse for her actions. In addition Donald had
been assaulted by his mother with a knife. It was therefore felt that both children
had to be taken into care. Accordingly a Place of Safety Order was implemented
»nd the children placed in Beech Avenue Children's Home. Donald came across to
“the Social Workers as feeling very responsible for events and loyal to his mother,
he stated it was his fault because he had given his mother the wrong knife.

C. Bell S.S.W. reported the matter to the Female and Child Unit and Duty Inspector
Lindsay. Police are investigating and wish to interview Miss Stewart.

Miss Stewart is a single parent with the sole care of Donald and Charles. They
have had some access with father in Linwood but this has ceased because Donald did
net like Mr. Stewart's new girlfriend.

Miss Stewart states that she has a boyfriend but that he does not 1live with her.
Donald states that this relatlonshlp is a stormy one and that his mother is very :
unsettled -because of this. Miss Stewart claims that she is happy with her relationship.
The family stay in a 3 apt., local authority house which is normally clean and well
maintained. Miss Stewart showed us Donald's bedroom which was very untidy, the

bed was brcken and no sign of bed covérs. Miss Stewart told us that she is fed

up clearing up after Donald and has now left him to tidy his room himself.

Charles normally shares a bed with his mother. He attends Gallowhill Primary. Decnald
attends Hunterhill Tutorial.

'5.W. has encouraged Miss Stewart to stop shouting so much at Donald and to give
‘him more warmth, encouragement and understanding. She stated that she had tried
to do this but because Donald had not responded immediately she did not feel that
this was working.

Miss Stewart has consistantly failed to show any understanding of the emotional
needs of her children. ©She herself, presents as being emoticnally deprived.

Physical care of the children has usually been good, although she has to be reminded
from time to time of the needs of her children.

Donald has been attending Sacred Heart Youth Club for over a year and this has been

used by Social Workers as a point of contact. Over the last 2 months, Donald's

behaviour has improved at this group and at school and he has claimed that his relatiocnship
with his mother has improved. School has also improved.

When interviewed , Miss Stewart claimed that on Monday 23rd October, she had been

out as usual and returned home at around 4 p.m. She had consumed four pints of
lager. Donald and Charles wgere in the house.

She asked Donald to bring her a knife to cut meat for the tea and he brought a blunt

knife. When he finally brought a sharp knife, he shouted at his mother, she lost
her temper and slashed at his legs with the knife. Donald was wearing shorts at

the time as he was getting changed. He sustained several cuts on his legs. Miss
Stewart did not take him tc a Doctor at the time as she claimed that the cuts did
not need medical attention. (See findings of medical examination). She did not

know Charles' exact whereabouts at the time of the incident.

Miss Stewart stated that she was at the end of her tether with Donald. She claimed
that he shouted constantly at her, came home late from scheel and the Sacred Heart
Group and generally did as he pleased.

She claimed that she often arrived home after the boys came in from school but that
she always made sure that Donald would take care of Charles. When it was pointed
out to her that this was not acceptable, in view of Donald's age she stated that
she was satisfied that Donald could cope with this responsibility

Donald has been in care in Beech Avenue Children's Home since March 1990 and the
aim was stated eventually to be rehabilitation at home with his mother. The
boy previously attended Hunterhill but it was felt that transfer to Merksworth
would be worth trying. However he has not attended at that school since
October 1990. Apparently his present behaviour at Beech Avenue is described
as appalling and at a review just before Christmas it was decided that some form
of action would need to be taken regarding schooling to help stabilise the
situation.” Tt was felt that a referral to Social Education Unit might be
pertinent. Donald has stated he wants to stay in Beech Avenue and Sheena
thought that the Social Education Unit placement would hopefully help him return
to mainstream education. :

Mother visits Donald infrequently and attempts so far to improve the
relationship between the two of them has not worked out. At the previous
review Lynn Townsend, Psychologist, had been involved and Joe Brown discovered
that as far back as his placement at Gallowhill Primary, Donald had had
psychological support. The DRAM meeting felt that though Social Education
Unit would provide stability there would perhaps be need for total régimes such
as Balrossie as a residential placement. Some discussion on the principles of
this ensued and it was confirmed that Donald was to begin the Intervention Group
at Queen Street during the week begimming 21 January.

Liz Edwards concluded by stating that she could offer a place at the Social
Education Unit but not until March. In the meantime it was felt that perhaps
a visit to Balrossie to let Donald see the set up in the classrooms there might
be pertinent, This could be foliowed by a formal application for a day place
at Balrossie. It is therefore recommended that Donald should begin the Inter-
vention Group at the date stated before and that an application be made to
Balrossie for a day placement there. However the option of Social Education
Unit on a full time basis will still remain on the Agenda.

Miss Stewart is a single parent with the sole care of Donald and Charles. They-

have had some access with father in Linwood but this has ceased because Donald did
not like Mr. Stewart's new girlfriend. :

. The family stay in a 3 apt., local authority house which is normally clean and well
maintained. Miss Stewart showed us Donald's bedroom which was very untidy, the

bed was broken and no sign of bed covers. Misg Stewart told us that she is fed
uUp clearing up after Donald and has now left him to tidy his room himself.

Charles normally shares a bed with his mother. He attends Gallowhill Primary. Donald
attends Hunterhill Tutorial.

S.W. has encouraged Miss Stewart to stop shouting so much at Donald and to give
him more warmth, encouragement and understanding. She stated that she had tried '
to do this but because Donald had not responded immediately she did not feel that

this was working,

Miss Stewart has consistantly failed to show any understanding éf the emotional
needs of her children. She herself, presents as being emotionally deprived.

Physical care of the children has usually been good, although she has to be reminded
from time to time of the needs of her children.

Donald has been attending Sacred Heart Youth Club for over a year and this has been
used by Social Workers as a point of contact. Over the last 2 months, Donald's
behaviour has improved at this group and at school and he has claimed that his relationship

with his mother has improved. School has also improved.

When interviewed » Miss Stewart claimed that on Monday 23rd October, she had been
out as usual and returned home at around 4 p.m. She had consumed four pints of
lager. Donald and Charles were in the house.

She asked Donald to bring her a knife tc cut meat for the tea and he brought a blunt
knife. When he finally brought a sharp knife, he shouted at his mother, she lost
her temper and slashed at his legs with the knife. Donald was wearing shorts at

the time as he was getting changed. He sustained several cuts on his legs. Miss
Stewart did not take him to a Doctor at the time as she claimed that the cuts did
not need medical attention. (See findings of medical examination). She did not
know Charles' exact whereabouts at the time of the incident.

Miss Stewart stated that she was at the end cf her tether with Donald. She claimed
that he shouted constantly at her, came home late from school and the Sacred Heart

Group and generally did as he pleased.

She claimed that she often arrived home after the boys came in from school but that
she always made sure that Donald would take care of Charles. When it was pointed
out to her that this was not acceptable, in view of Donald's age she stated that
she was satisfied that Deonald could cope with this respensibility.

Workers spoké to Mrs. NbCusker (Head Teacher) who stated that Donald's behav10ur
had improved and that he had settled down in school. She was of the opinion that .
relationships were good at home.

Denald stated that on Monday his mum came home around 5 p.m. ©She was very upset
because she had argued with Tam (her boyfriend). She asked Donald to bring her

a knife; he could not find the sharp knife so brought her a blunt one. She became
angry, so he went back to the kitchen and found the bread knife. When he brought
this back, she went "berserk'" and started to hit him with this knife. When she

- stopped, he ran from the room but heard her crying so returned. He helped her tend
her foot which she had cut on a piece of broken plate, then made her a cup of tea,

Workers examined Donald's lower legs - he had 2 cuts on each leg. Donald claimed

that they did not hurt and did not bleed much at the time. Workers discussed situaticen
with C. Bell, S.S.W. and W. Eadie - Area Manager. It was felt the child should

be medicalled and the matter reported to the Police as an assault had been committed.

Workers took Donald for a medical to Dr. Haran at the Russell Institute. As well
as the two cuts on each leg below the knee, Donald had a longer cut on both thighs.
Dr. Haran mentioned that one of the cuts on his lower leg may have benefitted from
a stitch at the time, however they are healing: well.

On returning to the house at 3.45 workers found the door on the latch and Charles

in the house on his own. The television and gas fire were both on. There was a

note from Miss Stewart to Donald telling him te take himseif and * Charles to Aunt Aggle s
in Netherhill Roed

When the workers visited this address, it was found that the only person in the
house was the 15 year old daughter of Aunt Aggie.

Workers returned with the boys to the office, spoke to C. Bell (S.S.W.) and W. Eadie"
(Area Manager) who decided that the children be admitted to care under a Place of.
Safety Order. Miss Stewart's whereabouts were unknown; although Donald stated she
would be out drinking. Her attitude during the interview earlier in the day was

most concerning, she had shown no remorse for her actions. In addition Dcnald had
been assaulted by his mother with a knife. It was therefore felt that both children
had tc be taken into care. Accordingly a Place of Safety Order was implemented

and the children placed in Beech Avenue Children's Home. Donald came across to

the Social Workers as feeling very responsible for events and loyal to his mother,

he stated it was his fault because he had given his mother the wrong knife.

C. Bell S.S.W. reported the matter to the Female and Child Unit and Duty Inspector
Lindsay. Police are investigating and wish to interview Miss Stewart.

Mrs.Ruxton stated that Donald's class work was fairly good. He
understands maths and is quite capable in this subject. His

jotter is neat and tidy and he shows a good deal of prlde in it.
He is also capable in language although slightly less interested

in/



in it and this is seen in his presentation.

His recent upsets at home have shown themselves in his classroom
behaviour but have not affected his actual work. He can be quite
moody and silly. Lately he has teamed up with another boy and
the combination of the two is not at all good.

It had been agreed that Donald should return to mainstream in August,
1990 and it was thought that Merksworth High School was the most
suitable school. Ms. Stewart was asked to request a placement

in Merksworth as Donald is outwith the school area. In the meantime
Donald will be given the oppotunity to join a P.7 class in Gallow-
hill Primary for a few days.

Since moving to Beech Avenue Children's Home Donald has become
cocksure of himself and can be quite arrogant. He receives more
pocket money and more clothes than he normally would and comes in
with various items which he tells others he has stolen. He recently
had a deodorant spray in school which, it was reported, he was
sniffing. Mrs. McCusker stated that Donald was a great manipulator
and was very happy at being in Beech Avenue and was not keen to
return to his mother. '

Mrs. King said that she saw Donald much the same as Hunterhill saw
him. He had had a few hiccups , on one occasion being drunk. It
was hoped this escapade and the sniffing were igsolated incidents.

Ms. Stewart was asked to be very vigilant when Donald returned home.
Donald wants to be friends with other boys and could easily be led
into doing what others do.

Miss MecDonald stated that Donald would be returning home soon,

he is now going home two nights per week and one day at the weekend.
It was hoped that he could be involved in some way in West Yonder-
ton. At the social work review this morning Donald and his mother
had clearly stated that they did not trust each other, obviously

a great deal of support would have to be given to Donald and his
mother if Donald were to return home successfully. Donald has re-
cently found out who his natural father is and has been in touch
with him, he is now asking that he be allowed to visit him, but this
has been forbidden.

Donald will be going back home and changing schools at the same
time and will need a tremendous amount of support and encouragement;
it was agreed to contact the Psychologist at Merksworth for
assistance.

Conclusion

Ms. Stewart will contact the Education Department for a placing
request for Merksworth.

Donald will be given the opportunity to spend a few days in
Gallowhill/



Gallowhill Primary before enrolling in Merksworth.

Donald's second RIC is a major concern and his reluctance to return home.
This was discussed at a Child Care Review and commitment to rehabilitation

The attached report details Domald's current situation. He was admitted to

been a mumber of visits undertaken by Miss Stewart and a mmmber of home visits
undertaken by Donald throughout March and April. Although accepting that she
has problems in coping with Donald's behaviour, Ms Stewart, mother, has in the
past been somewhat reluctant to accept external supports such as groupwork and
befriending. Progress regarding the full time return home has been slow, and
there is a recognition that there is some danger that Donald will become too

comfortable in the care situation unless attempts are made to encourage both

Donald and his mother to loock at realistic supports within the commmity.

DRAM would therefore recommend that Donald be included in the Commmrity Support
Programme on a phased contact with a view to full time attending which should
contimie at the point of Domald returning home.

Ms. Stewart had not been present at Donald's previous review
shortly after he had moved into Mrs. Ruxton's class. Donald had
settled very well and was progressing satisfactorily. He had
been particularly good in the puppetry project and had excelled
himself when a visitor from the Garrett Mask & Puppet Theatre
came to school. Ms. Stewart stated that Donald rarely dis-
cussed anything about school at home.

Mrs. /



Mrs. Ruxton noted that Donald was good at Maths and seemed

to enjoy doing maths, he spends time in working out problems.
He was also good at helping others at maths.: He is not as
keen on the language side but this too was showing improvement.
Donald rarely refuses to do his work, but his work reflects his
moods quite markedly. When he is feeling calm and content his
work is neat and tidy, however when he is jumpy and unsettled
the presentation of his work is extremely poor.

Donald's biggest problem is his behaviour outwith the class-
room. Here Donald is insolent and disobedient. When he is
reprimanded he reacts by shouting ignorantly at staff and re-
fusing to stop; he enjoys the confrontation and is seen as
fully in control of himself.

Tt is known there are financial problems at home and that re-
cently Donald has been selling sweets round the doors for

a company. Mrs. McCusker asked how he was managing. Ms.
Stewart replied that Donald ate more than he sold and she often
had to give donald money to make up the proper amount. In

this way Donald was being given responsibility but was seen as
not being able to accept it properly. A discussion followed

to try and illustrate to Ms. Stewart her role in teaching Donald
how to accept responsibility and how to cope with money. Donald
is known to steal from class, school, home and neighbours and

it was pointed out that he must be made to realise this is not
acceptable behaviour. Money, etc., should be kept out of his
way and not be a constant temptation to him. Donald alsc EEEE

consistantly and plays home off against school.

Miss McBonald stated that Donald was still attending the club
at Sacred Heart, although it had previously been suggested he
was too young for the boys there.. However, Miss McDonald

finds he is settling better and is beginning to join in more.

Donald no longer has a befriender.

Donald has been at Hunterhill since May; 1988 and he was now
12 years old. It was seen as important that he return to
mainstream as quickly as possible. Workwise he is capable of
doing this but he himself must be motivated to succeed and not
aliow his behaviour to let him down.

On discussion Ms. Stewart stated she wished Donald to attend
either Castlehead or the Grammar. It was pointed out that
staff at Hunterhill felt that the regime in both these schools
was not inducive to Donald's success and that Merksworth would
be more suitable. Ms. Stewart does not wish Donald to go to
Merksworth. After some discussion it was agreed to try Donald
at a primary school after Easter with a view to him transferr-
ing into the appropriate secondary. Hunterhill will take the
decision as to which primary school.

THE FAMILY

1. Description of Birth Family:

Donald's mother, Miss Lorraine Stewart, is of medium height, short light brown
hair, pale complexion, brown eyes, and a round face. Donald physically is very
like her to look at. Miss Stewart's personality can be changeable. She has not
proved to be co-operative during the period of time Donald has been in care.
Miss Stewart seems to find it difficult to offer Donald and her younger son,
Charles, any emotional support, although her physical care has been reasonable.
When Miss Stewart is worried or upset she tends to shout both at workers and at
her own children. As a result, the noise level within the house is very high.

Miss Stewart needs constant reassurance that the Department is not going to
insist the Donald returns home. She seems to find it difficult to believe that
Donald,is capable of changing, and that he is not the same boy she cared. for
when he was at home. Miss Stewart continues to state that she does not want
her son back in the house, either for access visits or for a full-time return
home. - Miss Stewart was until recently determined that her younger son Charles
would not have access with Donald, however, recently she has been persuaded to
let Charles visit Donald at the Chlldren s Home. She impresses as a young lady
who is very obstinate in her views, however, can be talked round on several

points.

Lorraine Stewart does not seem to have a high intelligence level, although she
seems to manage household accounts for both herself and her mother, who lives

separately.

Miss Stewart's health appears to be good, she eats well as does her son Charles,
however, the conditions in the home are not good. Miss Stewart's house seems to
be in a state of constant disruption, constantly promising to redecorate but
never seems to get round to this.

Lorraine Stewart can become easily depressed, although this seems to be linked
to the amount of alcohol she has consumed. Miss Stewart admits to drinking two
or three pints of lager per day, but does not see this as a problem to her. It
has often been reported to the Department that Miss Stewart is drunk, although
when this is checked out it is discovered not to be the case. She has been
encouraged on several occasions to seek help for this pattern of drinking but
has constantly refused.

Miss Stewart has no physical or mental disabilities.

Lorraine Stewart is presently unemployed and states that she has mo intention of
seeking work. She enjoys live music, and seeks most of her social outlet in the

local pub.

Miss Stewart also enjoys watching television along with her young son, Charles.

Donald's father, Mr William Burgess, has not cared for Donald since birth., He
is tall, slim, has dark hair, and impresses as a quiet young man. Since Donald
was received into care, Mr Burgess has only expressed a brief interest in
Donald. Police checks and inter-departmental checks proved positive, however,
while these were being carried out, Mr Burgess moved within the Ferguslie Park
area without giving his new address. Mr Burgess now lives with his new
cohabitee and three young children. He stated that he could not care for Donald
on a full-time basis because of this family. Mr Burgess also has another child
slightly younger than Donald, who attends Balrossie School along with Donald.
Although Donald is aware of this, he has no particular friendship with young
William.

Donald's young half brother; Charles, is now 7-years old, lives at home with his
mother,’ and attends the local Primary School. Charles is tall for his age, has
blonde hair, and a charming happy personality. He states that he misses his
elder brother Donald, and is now happy that he is allowed to see Donald on a
weekly basis. Charles seems to be quieter than Donald but his mother finds him
easier to cope with. Charles' father lives in a nearby town to Paisley, and
until recently both boys had access to him, Charles' father has not contacted
Donald whilst he has been in care and does not seem to have contact with Charles

anymore.

Donald has had brief contact with other members of his family, aunt,
grandmother, and cousins. None of these family members, however, have shown
more than a brief interest in Donald, and at no time have offered to care for
Donald on a full-time basis. Donald enjoyed this contact and found it difficult
to cope with rejection by them.

2. Family History

Miss Stewart states that she received little support from Donald's father around
the time of his birth. She states that he and his family "snatched" Donald from
her but that he was returned to her care fairly quickly. Miss Stewart states
that at no time did she receive financial help or other support from him. There
seems to be much ill-feeling on her part towards Mr Burgess and his family.

Miss Stewart found it difficult to understand Donald's desire to see his father

recently.

Donald was placed in foster care for several months shortly after his birth due
to Miss Stewart's accommodation difficulties. Shortly after this, it appears

- that Miss Stewart and Donald moved to stay with relatives in London.  Little is

known of this time although it seems-the family lived here for 1% to 2 years.
On her return to Scotland, Miss Stewart lived with the father of Charles for
approximately 7 or 8 years. She describes this relationship as fairly stable
and the couple seem to have parted on good terms. As was noted before, Charles
and Donald both had contact with this man until fairly recently.

Miss Stewart now has a new boyfriend, a Mr Thomas McDonald. The couple live
separately, and Mr McDonald has a grown up family of his own. Donald is not
entirely happy at this relationship, but accepts it reasonably well. Miss
Stewart has spoken for a number of years about marriage, but the couple seem to
have no immediate Plans. Mr McDonald does not view himself as a father figure
toward Donald, and has no intention of caring for Donald on a full-time basis.

3. Birth Family's Wishes for the Child

When Donald was first receive into care in March 1990, Miss Stewart attended all
Child Care reviews. Although she consented to the Plans that Donald return
home, she proved unco-operative when these plans were being carried out. She
now no longer comes to Child Care reviews, and seems to have little interest in
Donald's future. Miss Stewart continues to state that she does not want Donald
to return home on a full-time basis, although as has been noted before, is
allowing Donald access to Charles. Before Donald started attending Balrossie
School, he saw his mother on an informal basis every Monday morning. It is also
suspected that Donald sees his mother more often than is admitted. It is felt
that this informal access is important to Donald, although it seems to becoming
less so.

When Donald has a structured daily routine his behaviour is usually
controllable. For August 1990 until Easter 1991, Donald's behaviour was
deplorable. He started mainstream eduction in August 1990 and found it
difficult to cope with this pressure. His behaviour in the Children's Home grew
steadily worse. Donald became involved in anything that was going on around
him. He was cheeky to staff, bullied younger children, came and went as he
Pleased, and often was involved in acts of vandalism, theft, glue sniffing, and
alcohol abuse. Despite punishment, restrictions within the home, and the threat
of the possible move from Beech Avenue, Donald's behaviour did not improve until

the one to be first caught. Although Donald's behaviour deteriorated, staff
continued to describe him as a likeable boy. Donald responded very well on a
one-to-one situation, but found it very difficult to cope with a group setting.

Balrossie School, which is providing a structure to his day, Donald's behaviour
is improving 100 percent. He is now concentrating on remaining out of trouble,
proving himself more helpful within the home. Donald is also talking about his
future in a mature and sensible manner. Much of Donald's behaviour can be
linked to the rejection by his mother. Donald also feels rejection by the other
members of his extended family.

Donald enjoys individual attention. He is at his best when on his own with his
Keyworker or his Social Worker. He is also responding well to the small classes
within Balrossie School. Donald seems to be afraid of little other than
attending the doctor or attending the hospital.

Donald presents as a disturbed little boy, reflecting his emotional instability
and lack of consistent care in the past. Within the home he finds it difficult
to accept discipline, preferring to argue that he is right; again in this area,
Donald, is showing a marked improvement. Within Beech Avenue, a structured
routine is difficult to achieve because of changes and pressures in staff.
Donald responds well, however, to the routine at school. He responds better to
a structured day, than being allowed freedom to do as he will. Donald eats
well, sleeps well, and is able to look after himself physically. When first
starting Balrossie, it was noted that Donald did not eat well, however this soon
passed. Donald enjoys swimming outings, and getting involved in electronic
work. He has recently become involved in local youth newspaper, and is at
present preparing a short article for them. Donald can at times be obstinate,
taking this from his mother, but can be talked round. When given new ideas,
Donald needs time to think about these, but is able to come back at a later date
with his thoughts and reactions.

Donald has been involved in a Social Work Group Project. He seems to find it
difficult to relate to others of his own age, as he often tends to speak before
thinking before hand. When Donald is interested in a subject, he tends to do
well if he applies himself.

Donald desperately needs security in his life. He seems, understandably, to
have little trust in adults. Although coping at the present with life in a
Children's Home, Donald desperately needs the stability of a good family
placement.

Donald is initially distrustful of adults, and would need time to become used to
a change in circumstances. As he gets older, however, Donald is becoming more
able to do this. He still has a tendency to run away from problems, feeling
often that it is better to state that he will not attend reviews, meetings, etc,
although, again this is changing.

Donald started his school career at Gallowhill Primary School, Although his
school work seemed to be satisfactory, Donald's behaviour caused some concern.
In August 1988, he was moved to Hunterhill Tutorial Centre in Paisley. He
continued to cope well educationally, his behaviour remaining a cause for
concern. Donald completed his Primary education at Hunterhill, and remained
there for his first year of Secondary education, In May 1990, a meeting was
held at Hunterhill Tutorial Centre, including Psychological Services, Social
Work, and Donald's mother. It was decided at this meeting, with some
misgivings, that Donald would be able to return to full-time mainstream
education. It was agreed that Donald return to Merksworth High School in
Paisley, starting with the first year.

As has been noted previously, Donald finds difficulty in relating to children of
his own age, partly due to his own habit of speaking out of turnm, Donald also
has a reputation in the community of being "the bad boy". Donald is finding
this reputation difficult to get rid of. Should a new placement involve a move
to a different area, Donald may find it easier to make new links. He has
enjoyed swimming in the Past and this hobby should be encouraged,

Donald feels himself that he is part of the Gallowhill community, where his
mother comes from.. He has spoken with apprehension, of a move outwith the
Paisley area, but eXpresses a wish to give it a try. 2

7. Child's History

Apart from two short periods in care, Donald remained with his mother until
October 1989. He and his brother were brought into care for a period of 5 days
following an incident where Miss Stewart attacked her son, Donald, with a knife,
It was felt at this time if the boys remained in care it would be difficult to
assure a return home. The children were both placed on the Child Abuse Register
at this time and frequent contact kept with the family. Miss Stewart's
relationship with Charles proved to be different than that with Donald, and
Charles was soon removed from the Child Abuse Register. Donald's relationship



mother's actions, often stating that it was his fault that his mother hit out at
him. In March 1990, however, Donald stated that he had had enough. He found it
difficult then, as he does now, to defend his mother at al], Miss Stewart was

able to attend to both boys' needs, however, found it difficult to cope with the
emotional need. This seems to have been a pattern over a number of years, thus

resulting in Donald's rather disturbed state now. Donald's mum however, remains
an important figure in his life. Now Donald is in care, he is experiencing some

Over the last six months, it was feared that Donald, because of his behaviour
would have to be moved from his present Placement. Due to his improvement,
however, it is hoped as any move from Beech Avenue will be Seen as a positive
one.

Donald had no contact with his natural father until April 1990. This contact
however, seems to have been a disappointment to Donald as it was not significant
nor consistent. Donald's mother lived with his younger brother's father for
approximately 7 or 8 years. Although Donald called this man dad, he does not
seem to suffer now from the lack of contact. Tt is suspected that Charles
received more attention and time than Donald, There has been no contact from
this man since Donald was received into care,

There seems to be 2 close bond between Donald and Charles, both boys appreciate
the renewed contact. It is hoped that Miss Stewart will allow that contact to
continue both now and in any future placement,

This placement should be within travelling distance of Paisley, to
allow informal access to family. It is not envisaged that Miss Stewart will be
involved in placement plans. Other children will be tolerated by Donald,
although care will need to be taken to ensure these children do not compete with
Donald. Sensitivity will also need to be displayed by Donald's new carers
around the area of education, At present it is not clear whether Donald will
need special schooling until the age of 16, or whether his return to mainstream
education is possible, A further disruption in Placement would be disastrous

for Donald.

Their relationship is a little strange, as although they do not appear to get on well
there appears to be a great deal of love and affection between them.

Vera King reported that Donald is doing well at Beech Avenue. His behaviour at times
has not been as good as it should be, but overall is ok. Any trouble that there has
been have been isclated incidents.

Donald seems to be best behaved when h= stawvs with the majority of the children, but there
are a few children who lead him on and he becomes involved in bad behaviour, he can be
used as the scapegoat by the others but is certainly not the instigator of any trouble.
During his.stay.at.Beech Avenue Deonald has thrived and has developed-a..greater self image
of himself.

Contact between Donald and his mother is twice a week with cne overnight stay. There

have been problems in this area as Sheena suggested that this be built up to extended
access, but Ms Stewart made littie atkenpt o encourage Donald to return home. On occasion
Donald had gone to his mothers house to find that he could not gain entry as his mother
was not in. Staff from Beech Avenue and Sacred Heart have accompanied Donald to his
mother's home and found her not at home.

Donald is a little apprehensive about returning home as he feels his mother may still

“we to work on with Donald to gain his trust again. Donald thinks that maybe his mother
snouts at him because she has fallen out with her boyfriend. Donald states he does not
mind his mother having a boyfriemd, although he does not have a good relationship with
him.

Sheena felt that maybe Ms Stewart is looking for too much from Donald, she has not reached
a point where she can accept Donald wholeheartidly. When support is put into the family
Ms Stewart sees this as a reward for Donald's bad behaviour. Ms Stewart perceives Donald
unrealistically regarding her view on how things should be.

Ms Stewart told the review that she does wish Donald to cae home, but she does have problems
coping with his behaviour sometimes. An increase in access would be amsptable to her
and felt that more overnight access would help her to cope with Donald and for them to

work towards being together again.

Donald and his mother appear to have an honest relationship with each other and can tell
each other how they feel.

Donald attends Hunterhill Tutorial and Sheena reported that there has been a tremendous
orovement in his school work. Hunterhill Tutorial are today having a meeting to discuss

Donald's schooling to see if he should return to mainstream schooling. Donald may be

attending Merksworth following discussion from today. Donald did have problems in the

past with mainstream schooling and was moved to Hunterhill Tutorial. There have been

no major changes in his behaviour at school.

John Doherty reparted ‘that the main group contact with Donald is through Sacred Heart,
although he has had a number of different supports through groupwork over the past 3-

4 years. There are some concerns at the moment due to things being unsettled in Donald's
life. Donald has begun to link into the disruptive element within the group. He is now
more attention seeking and tries to be accepted by the older members of the group. Donald
has always been the youngest member of the group which in itself can cause problems where
he can be put apon and victimised.

Donald's father recently made contact with the Social Work Department requesting that
he have access to Donald. Ms Stewart was very resistent to this and will not give
her permission for this to go ahead. His father has not had contact with Donald while
he was growing up or, according to Ms Stewart, showed any interest in participating
with his upbringing. Ms Stewart advised that she has spoken to Donald regarding his
father but was advised that she may need to discuss this with Donald further and talk
about his feelings towards his father.

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HOME BACKGROUND

Donald has lived in Beech Avenue Childrens Home since March 1990 when he was received
into care following a breakdown in relationships between himself and his mother.

This was the second reception into care in a short period, the previous October

saw Donald and his young brother Charles coming into Beech Avenue after their mother
lashed out at Donald with a knife.

During the first few months that Donald came into care, the plan was that he return

home Lo the care of his mother, but as thee went on, Miss Stewart showed less and

less interest in Donald. She would miss planned access visits and rarely went

to the childrens home to see Donald. At a Child Care Review on it was recognised
that plans to return Donald home were not working and it was agreed that he should

stay at Beech Avenue for the time being.

Donald's behaviour began to deteriorate in the home; this seemed to be a reaction
asgainst his mother's rejection of him. Donald was usually involved in any incident
that happened in the home, bullying of the children, vandallism in and out of the
home etc.

In October 1990 Donald stopped going to school as he found it difficult to cope
with madnstream education and an alternative educational placement was sought. This
took soime time, however, and Donald became more and more involved in more serious
offending, along with twc other boys in the home.

Child Care Reviews began to consider alternative residential placements for Donald,
although it was recognised that this would further damage an already very emotionally
damaged child by giving him yet another adult rejection.

From Christmas to Easter 1991 Donald attended an 'Intervention Group' run by the
Social Work Dept. on the moirnings per week. Although Donald had not been accepted
by the Social Education Unit, this group was seen to be a 'Holding' group for Donald
until a permanent pdadcement was found. His behaviour and attendance at this group
were excellent. He responded well to the limits and structure of the group and
seemed to enjoy the contact. His behaviour outwith this group, however, in the
company of the other children in the home did not improve.

At Easter 1991 a place was found for Donald at Balrossie school as a day pupil and
Donald and his social worker visited the school. Although Donald at first seemed
unsure and nervous of the placement, he seemed to be looking forward to this. After
initial difficulties with attendance, Donald started at Balrossie and his progress
has been excellent. At about the same time Donald started this placement, the two
boys also involved in offending were moved from Beech Avenue and Donald began tfo
realise that the consequences of his actions would be a move from Beech Avenue.

His behaviour both at Beech Avenue and Balrossie has shown a great improvement and
Donald now appears to be trying to work hard at school and behave well within the
heme. He still has little contact with his mother who continues to show little
interst in her son and this points the way for future work with Domald.

SCHOOL

When Donald was received into care he was attending Hunterhill Tutorial Centre,

where he did very well. His standard of work was good and his behaviour was controllable,
Although Donald completed an extra year of primary education at Hunterhill, it was

felt that he could cope with mainstream education and he started at Merksworth High
School. He has difficulty in coping with the pigger school and the greater demands

on him and, as was previously noted, did not return to school after the October

break.
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Donald did not attend school until Easter 1991 when he began attending Balrossie
School as a Day Pupil.

At a recent Parents Evening, Donald was given A glowing report by class and subject
teachers not only for his work, but his behaviour. This is monitored by a behaviour
chart, and Donald now has a behaviour chart in the Childrens Home, and will receive
a prize for improved behaviour in September.

The initial assessment meeting is to be held in Balrossie school on 22nd May 1991
and goals will be set for Donald which may include plans to return to mainstream
school.

ATTITUDE TO GROUNDS OF REFERRAL

Donald committed this offence whilst in the company of others and whilst he was
not at schad. He states, and staff can confirm this, that whilst he signed the
order book he did not get a share in any of the money. Staff had noted around this
time that Donald was very often '"set up" by other children in the home to do this
sort of thing.

Donald's behaviour has only recently started to improve so it is diffédult to gauge
how long this improvement will last, but he speaks of this incident with regret.

SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATION

Since starting at Balrossie School, Donald's behaviour has improved. He is responding
well to the strict limits set by the school and his behaviour is nawsuch that Beech
Avenue Children's Home can once again provide an appropriate home base for him.

Donald is still very insecure about his future and still has to come to fterms with
the rejection by his mother. Ongoing contact wnd child care reviews will look at
how best to deal with this.,

Although the oifence that Donald was ingolved in was a serious one, it is the recommend-
ation that this does not come before a Children's Hearing given that there has been
an improvement in his behaviour. Should this improvement not continue, it is the

intention of the Department to seek an altemnative placement for Donald, and a Children's
Hearing would be requested at this time.

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Donald is at present on a Home Supervision Order although he is residing in Beech Avenue
Children's Home under Section 15 Social Work (Scotland) Act. He last came to the attention
of the Children's Panel in December 1989 when Donald and his brother Charles were in Beech
Avenue under a Place of Safety Order following an incident where Miss Stewart attacked
Donald with a kitchen knife and scratched his legs.

A Child Abuse Case Conference was held at this time and the recommendation to the Panel was
that Donald and Charles be returned home. This was on the understanding that there was
intensive Social Work and Groupwork support.

Throughout January and February the situation seemed to be improving. Miss Stewart reported
that she and Donald often shouted at each other but that she could cope with this. Donald
also reported that things were going well. Both the Groupwork Project and Donald's School
reported that Donald seemed settled and happy which usually indicated that relationships

were good at home.

On 8th March 1990 Donald asked permission of his groupworker to attend a local boxing club
with his friend. Permission was given but Donald was asked to return home to get his
shorts and ask his mother. Donald arrived back at the group later that evening stating
that his mother was drunk and had shouted at him.

-Two Social Workers visited Miss Stewart who gave her own version of events, she stated

chat Donald had run away from her without explaining what he wanted. At that time it was
felt that relationships between Donald and his mother had broken down but that with support
he could return home within several weeks. He was taken into care under Section 15 Social
Work (Scotland) Act. The Reporter was advised of this situation by telephone.

Unfortunately relationships between Donald and his mother have not improved and Donald
has been in care for longer than was first expected. It is still planned that Donald
return home to his mother but it will take longer than first planned.

At the last Child Care Review on 28th June it was decided to ask for a further Children's
Panel with the recommendation that Donald's Home Supervisicn Order be varied to a Section
44(1)b naming Beech Avenue Children's Home.

Although accepting that she
has problems in coping with Donald's behaviour, Ms Stewart, mother, has in the
past been somewhat reluctant to accept external supports such as groupwork and
befriending. Progress regarding the full time return home has been slow, and
there is a recognition that there is some danger that Donald will become too

comfortable in the care situation unless attempts are made to encourage both

Donald and his mother to loock at realistic supports within the commmity.

DRAM would therefore recommend that Donald be included in the Commmrity Support
Programme on a phased contact with a view to full time attending which should
contimie at the point of Domald returning home.

You will already be aware of his difficulties during birth and post-
natal period,,and of his very disturbed upbringing, so I will not repeat these
details.

He presents as a poorly cared for, rather grubby child, and seemed
desperate for attention and understanding, which it seemed to me his mother
is not currently providing. I found him to be physically healthy, and although
he has a history of asthma, this would appear not to pose too much of a
problem, and to be,on the whole, improving. He has a history of otitis media,
and I am arranging a hearing test, and possibly E.N.T. referral.

I found no physical cause for his soilling. He did not have a loaded
bowel with overflow. The soiling is, I think, emotional in origin, and I have
advised mother re this, and will see Donald again in a month. If there is no
improvement I intend to ask for the help of Dr. Coutts at the R.A.H.

Ms. Stewart and the two boys have continued %o live in the Gallowhill area and they are now
well settled there. The home is now comfortably furnished and on the whole is well maintained.

Lorraine manages her finances well and continues to avoid taking on credit, preferring to
save for anythingshhe needs.

Lorraine's family continue to give her support when she needs thisg, however they can be
demanding of Lorraine and fail to acknowledge the improvements she has attained, so their
support is of limited wvalue.

Lorraine herself has grown as a person, has much improved hersedff confidence and hern ability
to acknowledge some of the needs of her children, but this growth will always be restricted
by Lorraine's own very poor emotional upbringing.

Lorraine's plans to marry during the last year were postponed and then cancelled when her
relationship with Mr. Mclaren deteriorated. She has stated she has no long term plans to
marry at present, but I feel she sees Mr. McLaren fairly regularly. t present however he
continues to live elsewhere.

DONALD:

Tonald has again had a very mixed year. His behaviour in school has led to his progressing
chrough the disciplinary procedure and he has now been excluded from Gallowhill Primary
School.

The Department of Education appear to be saying to Ms. Stewart that they would prefer Donald
to attend the Tutorial Centre on a full time basis until he is of age to begin at secondary
school, and it is hoped he will be able to make a start at Hunterhill within the next two
weeks.

Ms. Stewart remained loyal and supportive toward Donald throughout the episodes of misbehavicur
and subsequent suspensions from school, declaring that at home he continued to co-operate and
be manageable. However the incident over the hoax telephone, a subsequent incidence of theft
from within the home and finally Donald coming to the attention of the Police througghthe
theft of toys from Woolworths led Ms. Stewart to declare she was no longer prepared to offer
Donald any kind of support and that she intends to ask the Children's Hearing to admit Donald
to care.

This Department have offered extensive counselling to Ms. Stewart, recognising her very real
feelings of disappointment that Donald could not sustain the marked improvement in his
hehaviour. It was also pointed out that the times of his regression appeared to coincide

with friends coming to live with ls. Stewart and the children, In the first instance, several
months ago, Ms. Stewart's 15 year old niece came to stay, subsequently Ms. Stewart's Aunt Betty
came to stay and latterly ¥oung Christine returned. The periods in between the visitors
always ran much more smoothly and Ms. Stewart and Donald enjoyed a much closer relationship.

At present this Department are discussing a possible placement on the Community Support
Programme at West Yonderton, or as much af this as the staffing levels will allow. However
Ms. Stewart remains adamant in her intentions for Donald to be admitted to care.

Donald himself feels he tries very hard to please his mother, and has been very hurt at her
present rejection. He is already a very emotionally damaged child, but this Department would
8till maintain that the best place he can be is at home, rather than with several other
similarily damaged children.




Relationships between Donald and Charles fluctuate. They are clearly rivals for their
mother's affections bub appear %o remain loyal to each other in all other situations.

DONALD'S ATTITUDE TO OFFENCE:

Donald claims he had heard his pals making hoax telephone calls from a public box and the
first time he was in his aunt's house he made a similar call, "just for fun". Ms. Stewart
made it very clear the dangers in such a call and Donald now realises the full implications
of such behaviour. The Police arriving at his aunt's house gave him quite a fright and
hopefully learned a hacd lesson.

On the second referral Donald had gone into town with a friend, without his mother's permission.
He had been out playing and his elder cousin had been asked to keep an eye on him, he had
gone to Cown with a friend. The friend had then gone fishing and refused to allow Donald

to go with him, so Donald had gone into Woolworths and stolen two cars, possibly due to
resentment at suffering further rejection.

»mald has been extremely upset since this incident. Ms. Stewart has told him she is no
longer prepared to tolerate him or his behaviour. Any effect made by Donald to make amends
has been unsuccessful, his mother still maintains she is sending him away, so he will be
extremely anxious as the time for the Hearing approaches.

SUMMARY & RECOMMENDATION:

Ms. Stewart and the two boys are now well settled in the gallowhill area. Ms. Stewart takes
pride in what she has achieved with her new home, and was proud that she had been able to be
more suppoirtive to both Donald and Charles. She has worked more closely ‘with this Department
and did enter into discussion at the various times Donald was in trouble in school or at home,
but his recent final exclusion from Gallowhill School and subsequent thefts from the family
and from Woolworths she declares was the limit and she feels she has nothing more to offer,

This Department feel however Ms. Stewart is, by adopting this attitude, avoiding her
responsibilities toward her elder son., We maintain the times when her relatives are not
living with her the home situation is more stable and much more satisfying for Donald.

It is hoped Donald will attend Hunterhill Tubtorial in the near future which should give him
2e security of a normal routine. Additional support might be gained through the West
'Yonderrtoxb Project,

Charles at present appears to be coping well although he remains fairly immature and demanding.

I would recommend that the present Home Supervision Requirement should be renewed for another
year to allow work with Ms. Stewart to continue.

Donald started a full time placement at Hunterhill in June,
1988, and has had a very chequered existance since then.
Recently he was completely rejected by his mother on a
visit to school. He visits his father in Linwood every
second weekend but is not very happy with Dad or Dad's

girl friend.

Miss Stewart was quite settled at the review and claimed

she did love Donald and did want him, but could not stand the
pressure he puts on her. Mrs. Watt stated that Donald

was a Jekyl and Hyde and that there was a great deal of good

in him; he could be pleasant and kind, and very sensible and
helpful. He was competent at Maths and his general knowledge
was good, as was his vocabulary. He was also good at drawing
and good with his hands. It was thought he would do well in
the Technical Department of any school. On the other hand, he
has a "macho" image which he feels he must portray, this is
thought to hide a great deal of hurt. He is often involved

in disgusting talk and actions and can become unbelieavably
rude. At other times he lapses into "baby talk™". He continually
demands/



demands attention but as yet does not know the correct way
of gaining it. He is very lacking in confidence.

Donald has recently been asking for homework. Mrs. Watt
will give him homework and Miss Stewart will help to see he
takes it seriously and does it properly.

Donald is also very slapdash and can be most untidy. It

was thought important that he got into the habit of keeping
his possessions tidy both at home and at school. He has
recently been coming to school wearing a school uniform which
is a big improvement.

Mr. Boyle takes Donald to West Yonderton and various clubs

four nights a week; recently, however. Miss Stewart has not
been allowing him to go to every club because of his behaviour.
She agreed to allow him to go two nights per week. Miss
Stewart has also been preventing Donald joining the swimming
classes and the cookery lessons at school. It was pointed out
that it was perhaps better to withhold home privileges from him
if the offence was at home and let school use the sanctions
available at school. Miss McDonald, social worker, only
became involved with the family in January and as yet is not
too familiar with their problems. She will be working with
both Donald and his mother and hopes to see them fortnightly.
It is important that Donald gives his mother her proper place
at home and learns to do as she asks. Miss Stewart said she
was taking a firmer stand with him and it is hoped this will
continue.

Conclusion
Donald will remain in Hunterhill meantime.

Mrs. Watt will give him homework and Miss Stewart will see
that he does it properly.

Donald should be encouraged to take a pride in himself'by coming
to school appropriately dressed, and a pride in his possessions
by loocking after them properly and keeping things tidy.

Tt is hoped Miss Stewart will continue taking a firmer stand
with Donald and visit the school regularly to see how he 1is
progressing.

Donald is a 10 year old boy presently in P.6 at Gallowhill
Primary School where he enrolled in August, 1986. He has a
history of disruptive and aggressive pehaviour in and out of
class.

His work output 1is poor and his attainments are below his
ability level. -

Donald had recently returned to school after a 6 week suspension
following an incident in the playground. Mrs. McColl was con-=
cerned that Donald was unable to show any remorse after being
involved in such aggressive incidents.

Mrs.Armstrong, one of the Support Teachers, has been working with
Donald for some time in a one-to-one basis and seems to have a
very-good prapport with him. One of his present teachers also

has a good relationship with him. However, he is an extremely
disturbed boy and any criticism of him is taken as rejection by him.
Any sanctions that have been used have only worked for a time and
latterly Donald has had to be removed from class.

Donald has an extremely disturbed home background. He has great
affection for his mother's previous boyfriend and visits him
whenever he can. Mrs. Stewart had moved to London a few years

ago taking Donald and his younger brother, Charles with her; they
stayed there for 2 years, returning to Paisley to live with Mrs.
Stewart's parents before peing allocated a house of their own.
Recently Mrs. Stewart had once again gone to London, this time
leaving the boys in the care of an aunt. Mrs. Speirs is hopeful
that the home circumstances have become & 1ittle more settled
recently. Anxiety was expressed by Mrs. McCusker about the re-
lationship between Donald and William Burgess, another ten year old
pupil presently 1in Hunterhill. William is one of the most dis-
turbed pupils in Hunterhill; his present step-father 1is

Donald/



Donald's natural father. Both boys know this. Mrs. Burgess
had phoned the school and asked that Donald be refused admission
to Hunterhill as she did not want William to have anything to do
with Donald. As Donald is the same age as William they should
both be in the same class. The pupils in the next class are all
12 years of age and should be in First Year, they could resent
having a ten year old as one of their group.

It was agreed to offer a trial part-time placement to Donald in
Hunterhill. Hunterhill would be unable to meet Donald's needs

if the interaction between Donald and William was unable to be
controlled and it was thought better to have a part-time place-
ment to help Donald settle in. It was also felt that with

Donald attending Gallowhill part of the week he would not feel
completely rejected by them. Both staff's would have to work very
closely together if this was to succeed. Mrs. McColl was not
totally agreeable to this as she felt Gallowhill had done everything
they could for Donald, and there were other pupils to be considered.

A trial part time placement was offered to Donald and a review
meeting will be held before the end of June to assess the place-
ment .

FAMILY BACKGROUND

Mrs Stewart andthe two boys moved into their new home in June last year
and the family are now well settled there.

Mrs Stewart's sister and her family live around the corner so she has
family support which is good for Lorraine. However, it can also mean
that Donald has several adults to whom he is accountable rather than
just his mother.

The home is now comfortable and on the whole fairly well maintained.
Lorraine manages her finances quite well and has managed to avoid
taking on any hire purchase payments but remained content until
secondhand furniture became available.

Mrs Stewart's relationship with her sons, I feel, may have improved
slightly but she remains a person who finds it difficult to fulfil the
emotional needs of her family due to the very poor emotional upbringing
she herself had. However, she tries very hard to do what is best for
her family and on meveral occasions has defended Donald from criticism
from the school and on occasion from members of her extended family.

Mrs Stewarts states that she herself is more aware of her responsibilities
and can cope with these much better than was the case a year ago. She
statess that she can stand up to her family more and can tell them that it
is her place to hold Donald accountable. She states she feels a lot more
settled and is proud of her achievements.

I agree there have been improvements but I feel there is still a long way
to go. 1 acknowledge that Mrs Stewart feels she has co-operated in all
things; I feel thereware still times where Mrs Stewart will acknowledge
what is being sald but her attitudes and intentions remain unaltered.

Mre Stewart has become engaged and hopes to marry next year so Donald
and Charles will have an opportunity to have a father figure available
to them. Mr Donald McLaren, Mrs Stewart's fiance, knows the boys and
is happy to accept them as his own. The family are planning to go on
holiday together later in the year so already relationships are
forming and will hopefully be sustained.

DONALD

Donald has had a very mixed year. He was enrolled at Gallowhill Primary
in August of last year but took a long time to settle down. His
behaviour in school and at home has given cause for concern. He has been
stealing from home and from school, he constantly seeks atiz “tion at home
and 1f he cannot obtain this by positive means he will steal or misbehave
in order to gain negative attention.

In school Donald was referred to Child Guidance due to his inability to
share or to play with other children, his very aggressive responses to
other children and the very poor work he was producing. A support

teacher was introduced to the: ¢lass. for Donald and two other children so
his classwork improved dramatically when given the additional support and
the opportunity for individual attention. However, the situation continues
to fluctuate.. Donald still has a poor concentration span and appears to
have problems in sorting out what is censure for poor behaviour and what is
rejection by his teachers.

Miss Townsend has seen Donald on several occasions and feels he appears
to be displaying confusion and atttimes hostility towards his mother
which may be due to his perception that his mother is responsible for
past difficulties but continues to crave her approval and affection.
Part of these difficulties have include Tonald solling himgelf but a
great deal of work was done with Mrs Stewart in getting her to accept
that this was a measure of Donald's unhappiness rather than his way of
getting back at his mother,

There has been some improvement in all areas. Donald's soiling is
considerably reduced .and his behaviour improved a great deal over the
three months from February to April. In May he began again to disrupt
in school and again stole some money .

Two things were seen to have contributed to this, one that he was still
testing out the school's commitment to himself and two, Mrs Stewart
allowed her aunt and a2 six year old niece to come and live with her
while the girl's mother had a baby and sought better housing. The
visitors remained for almost a month. during which time Donald's
behaviour deteriorated.. The school suspended Donald for six days
because of his return to former behaviour and while Mrs Stewart
coped in having him at home it is doubtful that she accepts that
visitors staying with the family affected her own tolerance levels
or Donald's access to herself or the much more settled atmosphere
that had been around for him in the previous few months.

Donald continues to attend the primary group at West Yonderton which
he enjoys very much. He is working on his relationship with adults
and peers alike but still gets "wound up" by other children when he
can get quite aggressive.

SUMMARY

Mrs Btewart and the two boys are now settled in Gallowhill. WMrs Stewart
has recently become engaged to Mr DOBald McLaren and hopes to marry next
year. Donald and Charles know Mr McLaren and are said to get on well
with him, Mr McLaren has stated he is happy to accept Donald and Charles
as his own and for them all to be the one family.

Mrs Stewart feels she co-operates in full with this department but the
writer feels there are times when Mrs Stewart pays lip service only,
she will acknowledge what is being said but her attitude or intentions
remain unchanged.

Donald has had a very mixed year and still has fairly major difficultiess
He has very mixed feelings towards his mother whom he perceives to be
responsible for past disappointments but.still begs her love, attention
and approval.

!
While Mrs Stewart feels some improvements have been made there is still a
great deal of work to be done in helping these two children to overcome !
the disadvantages of their earlier itinerant; experiences.

I would recommend therefore that the hearing renew the home supervision
requirement.

Since the last Children's Hearing on 18/2/86 the Social Worker has been Mrs. M. Speirs,
Glen Street, Paisley.

In accordance with the wishes of the Panel Members at the last Hearing, there has been
regular contact with Miss Stewart and her two sons, either at the Homeless Unit or at
the office at Glen Street, Paisley.

Negotiations contimued with the Homeless Persons Unit but on 20/3/86 Miss Stewart was
informed that she did not qualify for housing under the Housing (Homeless Persons) Act,

1977 and she should therefore vacate the Homeless Persons Unit by 17/4/86.

Mre I. Smithy Area Officer at Glon Street Social Work Department immediately wrote to
Mr., O'Higgins seeking his help in establishing Miss Stewart's olaim by any other means
available. As a result of this contact, the Social Work Department will present MNiss
Stewart's circumstances to the Special Cases Committee on 25/4/86. Miss Stewart mean-
time has been advised that she can remain at the Hostel until the Commitiee have
considered her mituation.

On 1/4/86 Miss Stewart was admitted to Hawkhead Hospital for medical treatment and the
two boys were admitted to foster care. lNiss Stewart accompanied them into care s Which
was initially to be for only three days. However Miss Stewart had to retumm %o theatre
for further treatment and was not discharged from hospital until the fifth day. Despite
her difficuliies she maintained regular contact with the boys who were reported to be
happy and contented while in care. However they were quite cleaxrly overjoyed when their
mother arrived to take them home and related what they had been doing during Miss
Stewartts absence.

I feel it is imperative that this family be housed as quickly as possible and pressure
will be maintained from this Department o push the Housing Deparitment to offer a tenancy.
Following this help would be given to obtain furniture and equipment to ~ary
assistance to the family to help them re-egtablish their identity ag a !

Miss Stewart herself is vulnerable and immature and she will need supp/
relevant agencies to enable her to settle down and bring up her young
are close bonds, and real affection betwsen mother and sons and every
should be given for these to develop.

In view of the very precarious situation at present and Miss Stewart's evident insecurity
and poor ability I would ask the Panel to meke Donald and Charles the subject of a Home
Supervision Order to offer them the protection of this Deparitments I do not consider a
Residential Supervision Ordsr to be appropriate at this time.

Myra Speirs gave relevant background information regarding the areas of concern
for Donald. Following a great deal of upset and change throughout his life,
Donald has been resident since June 1986 with his mother and brother in
Gallowhill., He has attended (Gallowhill Primary School since August 1986. In
the past months Donald's behaviour in the school and at home has given great
cause for concern, due to his stealing from mother and friends, attention seeking
behavicur in the house, specially defiant stances and lying to his mother and
recently Donald soiling himself. At school Donald has consistantly been
identified as having problems containing his gggression and his behaviour has led
to Mrs Stewart being asked to attend the school several times to be informed of
difficulties experienced there. This has resulted in Mrs Stewart withdrawing
Donald from Gallowhill Primary and making a Placement Request for Donald to
attend Williamsburgh Primary.

Mrs Stewart stated that since Donald has been removed from Gallowhill Primary
two weeks ago his behavicur in the home has been greatly improved and that she
is aware of a massive change in her son. This has included Donald not stealing
from the home, playing with his brother, Charles, rather than competing for her
attention and no incidents of Donald soiling himself,

Dave Bruce gave a report on Donald's progress in the Primary Group at

West Yonderton. It would appear that until two weeks ago Donald had regularly
been aggressive to other children and generally been difficult in the gToup.
However, he has now discovered that William Burgess is his half-brother and
they appear to have established a friendship which means that Donald is no
longer isolated in the group. However, he does continue to be "wound up"
easily by other children and concerns still exist around Donald's attitude to
sharing with other young members and the aggression shown to Donald by other

children as a result of this.

b S R R . i
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Lyn Townsend stated that Donald had been referred to €hild CGuidance service
in Ocbober 1986, due to concerns of teaching staff about Donald's inability
to share and play with other children, his aggressive responses to children
when notsupervised during lunchtime and playtimes and the smzll volume of
work Donald was producing in class.

Since the introduction of a support teacher in January, Donald's classwork has
improved dramatically, although he continues to have a poor concentration span
regularly demands attention by negative means. Donald appears tc have problems
in sorting out what is censure for poor bekaviour from rejection and pushes
teachers $o reject him by displaying ever poorer behavicur, however his class
teachers appear to be coping well. Difficulties experienced in the playground
have led to confrontation with the Headteacher and Miss ¥cColl appears to have
felt the need to protect other children from Donald's aggression.

From her contact lis Townsend stated that she felt Donald was displaying signs
of extreme confusion especially about his attitude towards his mother, whom he
seems to blame for all the past difficulties but continues to wish her approval
and affection. Donald's soiling would appear to be Donald's way of showing
how upset and confused he is.

Tn view of lirs Stewart's placement reguest a decision would have to be made
over Donald's future education. Mrs Stewart stated that she felt that Doneld
would be happier in another school, however it was pointed out by Ms Townsend
that Gallowhill Primary were keen to see Donald there. Following discussion

it was agreed by lMrs Stewart that she would return Donald to Gallowhill Primarye.

It was also agreed that Donald would continue to attend the IT Group and that
Irs Stewart would endevour to offer consistancy in her treatment of Donald,

In particular that she be prepared to accept that the soiling problem displayed
be seen as a measure of Donald's unhappieness and confusion and not as spite
against herself. Mrs Stewart agreed to look positevly at working with

Myra Speirs toward continuing the attention Donald has been receiving during
his withdrawal period from school,

Notes for Case Conference on Donald Stewart - 17.3.87

1. Donald registered at Gallowhill Primary in August 1986 when the
family was allocated a flat in this area.

Donald loved his new school and spoke very positively about it
but unfortunately the school was not finding things so easy.

Donald has real difficulty in forming peer relationships and as
he became isolated within the school the more negative side of
his nature emerged when he began striking out, fairly violently,
toward the other children. This of course increased his problems
as the other children not only disliked him but became afraid of
him.

The Education Department made a support teacher available as the
school had several children who were giving concern but this did
not mean Donald could be given much more individual attention
within the classroom situation.

However, Donald's situation continued to deteriorate and Mrs
Stewart had to attend at school on several occasions to discuss
incidents that had arisen in school and to complete the Education
Department's disciplinary forms. During these interviews Mrs
Stewart stated that she felt Donald was not always entirely to
blame but the school seemed to pay less attention to the part
played by other children in getting Donald upset when : '
"+~ she agreed he did strike out.

Because of these perceptions Ms Stewart withdrew Donald from
Gallowhill Primary and has made a placement request to
Williamsburgh School. This request is now with the Education
Department

2. Within the home over the last six months Donald has also been
creating problems, exhibiting disturbed behaviour in that he
has been stealing from his mother and from some of her friends.
This has caused Ms Stewart a great deal of distress but Ms
Stewart has been encouraged to look at this in the context of
Donald's overall emotional difficulties rather than it being in
any way "badness" on his part.

3. - Donald's problems of soiling, which have increased
his probloms within school have been checked out by Dr Parker
and confirmed as emotional rather than physical.

Social worker reported that these two little boys with their mother are presently
livimg in the Homeless Unit in Love Street. Negotiations are currently being
undertaken between the Area Officer and Housing Management to re-house the family.
The family had a house in-London but came to Paisley in September stating that
they had had harassment from neighbours., London Council have no record of this
and Mrs. Stewart was informed that unless she went back to London and through
the appropriate channels, she was making herself intentionally homeless. In
between times she has lived with her méther in Espedair Street, but moved to

Love Street in January. She now has 28 days to vacate Love Street.

There are other problems with the family — although the immediate one is housing.
In December the older boy was left unattended and mother got very drunk. DMrs.
Stewart appeared in Court and sentence was deferred until May. Panel expressed
great reservations regarding Mrs. Stewart's ability to care for the children,

Mother is being admitted today to Hawkhead Hospital for 3 — 4 days and as there
is no—one to care for the children, social worker requested fostercare for this
period., The children were placed with Mrs., McGarthland in Greenock.

Conclusion: Group endorsed action taken.

ifter Tonald was bom his mother went to stay with his father, Harry Burgess,
who then lived with his parents at 22 Benkfoot Road, Ferguslie. After a few
weeks there was & family row. Nr Bursess apparently beat up lNiss Stewart.
Her bhrother received a three year prison sentence for attempted murder after
assaulting ¥r Burzess. Tonald was then received into voluntary care. Miss
Stewart sgreed to him remzining until her own situation was more settled.
TNonald has seen little or nothing of his father since he was received into
care., Mr Burgess heg since married, now has five children and his no contact
with ¥iss Stewart or his son. WViss Stewart and baby Donald continued to live
with her mother and stepfather for nearly two years, until January 1979 when
her cese with the Cocial 'Jork Department was closed.

Fiss Stewart then moved in with ¥r Fatriek Larkins who is agbout twelve years
older than liiss Stewsrt. Fis homz wes at 49 Brediland Roed, ILinwood. She
stayed there for about a year. ©3Jhe stated Mr Earkins was VEEY 50 4 with
Donald and Doneld regsrded him ax his fathsr.e Dhe stated S awara of the
identity of his real father.

Te had also aprarently
indicated that hig mother drank and that he sometimes looked zfter his younger
hrother. The main incident wkich had caused the referrsl wastithat Donald, on
two occasions, had defecated in the sclool playsround.

¢ home visit wes made the next working day. Dongld wes, by then, rerorted by
the school to be better dressed and both children in fact arjpeared adesquately
clade The house wss worm and comfortable. Niss Stewart denied there had been
any incident in the playzround but agresd to call and see Irs Thomas the
following day, whick ske did. There did not appear to be any evidence of
excesaive drinking by Fiss Stewart and she denied ever leaving Donesld to look
after Charles on his own.

Two weeks after this visit the incident occurrsd which led to the referral
to the Children's Tanel.

Zince then Niss Stewart bas moved from ¥y Baker's house to her mother's

Turing the last two months ¥iss Stewart hes had considerable contact with the
Social Work Depasrtment. The children are now better dressad. There have been
no further apparent concerns zbout excessive drinking.

Tonald is not making as much progress as he should at school because of his
noor concentration. It is hoped that Donzld's sense of security may improve
if his mother obtsins permanent housing and he may be further helped by the
fhild Tuidsnce service., Turther direct work by the Social “ork Department is
51111 to be assessed.

FAMILY

Miss Stewart stated that Donald's father took Donald away, against her will,
and resulting from the batile between this man and her brother, her brother
received a prison sentence of 3 years for attempted murder. Donald's father
then, also according to Miss Stewart, had Donald taken into care saying his
mother did not want him. Donald was in care from age 6 weeks to 5 months,
when he was returned to her. Niss Stewart claims she did not want Donald to
stay in care.

Because of Migs Stewart's own difficulties she was placed on supervision by
the Children's Panel and had Social Work support until 1979. (when Donald was
nearly 2 and she was about 18.)

Miss Stewart reports her numerous moves over the years since Donaldts births
Whenshe was about 17 she went to live with a boyfriend in Linwood, for about
2 years. ©She then obtained a house of her own, in Moorfoot Avenue. She had
several break-ins because, she says, it was a ground floor house in a bad
area, Gtventually, after about a year, she gave up the house and returned to
her boyfriend's in Iinwood. She remained there for about 2 years, and Charles
was bomm there, ©She then left once more and went to dtay with a sister in
London (in August 1983). She obtained a house there in March 1984. She had
problems with this house too. She said she became friendly with the wrong
people who would insist on visiting her whether she wished it or not, and
eventually the house was vandalised and most of her furniture stolen. She
said she had not been aware at first that the house was in a bad areas She
left this house in August 1985 to return to Paisley.

In August, Miss Stewart went to the Homeless Unit who advised her to return

to London. Miss Stewart in fact returned to her mother, lMrs Black (now rTe—
married and separated) despite the poor relationship with her. In October
1885 Miss Stewart moved to stay with MNichael Baker at 59 Love Street., She
stayed with him because she had nowhere else to go and she did not regard
herself as his girlfriend. In some dhys this arrangement appeared satisfactory
as Mr Baker was patient with the children and did not assault Miss Stewart.
However, Miss Stewart did not look on this as a permanent relationship and
she remained unsettled. After the case was referred by the school I gave Miss
Stewart some advice and asked her to see me again. ©She failed to do this and
her eventual explanation was that she was too depressed., Subsequently the
Social Work Department purchesed a buggy for Charles to give lMiss Stewart

more ease of travels I have now seen her on a mumber of cccasions and she has
been very co-operative in seeing me when requested.

On 4.1.86 ¥r Bakexr put Miss Stewart and the two children out. Iiss Stewart
went to her eldest sister Agnes, who gave her the keys to her mother's honme.
Miss Stewart is presently staying there while her mother undergeoes treatment
for tuberculosiss She says that as sonn as her mother comes home she will
have to leave because her mother does not want her under the same roof.




lMiss Stewart has returned to the Homeless Unit who are once more investigating
her case but have reached no decision. If necessary, they will offer temporary
accommodation pending the decision. The tenancy in London has been treated

as abandoned.

liiss Stewart appears to have a good relationship with her children but some~
times gets exasperated because they are active and noisy.

She has a large extended family but says although they may help out in a very
short-term way, none of them will have her to stay. She visits her sister Agnes
during the day and she asks her stepfather to lock after the children occcasion-

ally.
CHILD

Donald is a lively bouncy eight year old who talks a lot and Tuns about during
interviews. I feel his attention span is somewhat limited., I am not aware

of specific skills or hobbies, but he seems to like motorbikes., e appears

to have normal intelligence and is quite articulate in conversation.

SCHOOL

Donald appears to like school, but the original veferral to the Socisl Work
Department came from his head teacher who was very concerned about him. He

was apparently poorly clad and was sent to school with a bad cold. His
attention span was poor, but the main concern was that on two ccoasions he

had defecated in public in the school playground. INrs Themas, the head teacher
however, was pleased that Donald's mother did attend the school when invited
and responded positively to offers of help.

GROUNDS O' RIIPLRRAL

liss Stewart told me that on the day of the incident she was feeling that
everything was on top of her. She was at her sister's and left to collect
Donald at 3 pme. She had already left Charles with her stepfather, In the
centre of Paisley she met an o0ld friend and they went to a pube. She claimed
Donald should have known to go to his grandfather, however acknowledged that
she should have nade proper arrangements. She seemed remorseful and fearful
about the children being taken into care, She came in to see me the next day
before I had contacted her.

ASHESSMENT

I feel Donald's problems are caused by his mother's problems, in particular
her insecurity. Yet I feel there is a good relationship between her and both
Childreno

Miss Stewart feels that all she needs is a house, and she would not repeat
earlier mistakes, However, I feel she will need help and encouragedenttboset
set up a house and maintain a more settled way of life.

She does not even bhave a straightforward case with the Homeless Unit because
of the abandoned tenancy in London,




I am hoping it will be possible, with advocacy with the Housing Department if
hecessary, for kiss Stewart to be housed and then get help to get household
goods and set up homes I am also hoping she may become involved with a Women's
Group which could help boost her confidence and self esteem.

I would not wish to consider that these children be taken intc care, hecause
of the positive aspects to the case. Miss Stewart has an attractive friendly
manner, as do her children, and the 3 family members appear to have ° good
relationships with each other. MNiss Stewart appears co-operative in her
dealings with our depariment. However, there must remain a risk of things
going wrong and Miss Stewart and the children becoming uprooted once more.
Therefore, I feel supervision should be considered.

RECOMNIZIMATION

That Donald should be placed on home supervision,.

January 1983 when she moved to London with her two sons, remaining there until
August 1985. : '

In 1980 Miss Stewart had been given the tenancy"'of"'a' flat at 8 Moorfoot Avenue which i
she abandoned as she felt threatened and frlghtened follow:.ng several breakins. She
had been given a DHSS grant for furnlture and flttlngs ‘and lef all of these behind.

Miss Stewart was also given tenancy of a house in London and was again given a grant
from DHSS for furniture and flttlngs Therefore on her return to Paisley she moved
in to the Homeless Persons Unit prior to ‘being given tenancy of her present house for
which she was réfused a grant by DHSS? ~ DHSS gave her an Urgent Needs payment to
purchase beds for the two boys and a cooker.. This she is’repaying at source by £2 per
week. She also purchased dishes, towels etc.

Miss Stewart is a single parent with two children, Donald 8 years and Charles, 3 years.
Miss Stewart herself has had a disturbed upbringing and was only 17 years old when
Donald was born. Donald's father removed him from his mother's care when he was only

Donald is already showing the effects of his itinerant childhood and desperately needs
a secure base. Charlses is still young but he too is exhibiting behaviour reflecti-
his experience of living with different adults and from his five month stay within  ae
Homeless Persons Hostel, sharlng accommodatlon w1th several other fam:Llles

Following an incident on 18.12.85 whereby Miss Stewart had failed to collect her son

from school and was subsequently. traced. by police and found to be drunk and incapable,
the-children were- referred to a Children's: Hearing. which”was held on 18.2.86. At that
hearing there was lengthy discussion by the panel as to whether the children would not

- be better cared for in foster care in view of mother's frequent changes of address and

the level of disruption in the children's lives. The case was in fact continued for
further investigation and eventually the children were placed on home supervision
orders. They did come into care for a few days when Miss Stewart was admitted to
Hawkhead Hospital for minor surgery. At that time the department purchased new

clothing for the boys as what they had was seen to be inadequate. Bontd

Miss Lorraine Stewart, 5 Marjory Drive, Paisley

At present Donald has been attending the West Yonderton project and Charles has
been admitted to the Paisley Children's Centre. It is hoped Miss Stewart will
attend the women's group held at Queen Street and will become involved in the
child development classes.

Her home situation remains very poor. She has no floorcovering nor has she been
able to do any redecoration. She has managed to obtain one or two pieces of
furniture and a gas fire so she is making some effort to get it all together.

It is important for these children to see the home coming together to help To
reassure them that they are going to be able to stay in this new home and not
have to move on again or in fact be received into care, particularly because of
the panel's view at the last Children's Hearing.

Donald accepted being in care at Beech Avenue quite maturely
more than a year ago when he first broached the subject of
community parents.Recognising that it was unlikely he would
return as a resident in the family home, Donald settled well
into the lifestyle at Beech Avenue and looked forward with
pleasure to positive changes in his 1life.

Ms McDonald, who was his F.S.W. took up a new appointment and
was replaced by Ms Finlayson who has also moved on. ANGUS WOOD
is now his social worker and they met on 25th September.

In the past 2% years that Donald has lived in Beech Avenue,

the complete client group has changed twice and all the other
children in Beech Avenue are leaving either to return to their
parents, or to live with foster parents.

This is having an adverse affect on Donald who, having suffered
various rejections in his short life, feels once again that

the world is letting him down and is concealing his emotional
pain behind some rather anti social behaviour.His aggression

is aimed mainly towards his carers in Beech Avenue, this appears
to be Donald rejecting us because the family finding unit.

have had their plans postponed by a legal technicality. ALEX
NEIL from famlly flndlng has wrltten to Donald, and visited

Ahlm to explain the current situation which has helped Donald

to realise that every effort is being made to find him a family.
Weekend leave is enjoyed with Mr & Mrs-Irvine which 1s "helping.
Donald greatly in his current situation and 1t is the only
positive in Donalds' life at present.

We are extremely concerned that Donald has given us an incredible
variety of reasons and excuses for his non attendance at Balrossie
School which is inhibiting his intellectual development as

he refuses to study within Beech Avenue.Physically, he is in
reasonably good health but attended hospital regularly in the
summer when, after injuring his leg he accidentally set fire

to his bandages (intending only to burn a small section) and

had to attend the burns clinic at the R.A.H. During his holidays,
he rather stupidly drank from an open can which we suspect

was "spiked" and attended Inverclyde Hospital as a safety measure.
Staff at Beech Avenue have ensured that he is receiving the

necessary physical excercise through skating which he enjoys.



Donalds' natural personality is pleasant,cheerful and he is
sensitive to others feelings. He has shown kindnesses to other
less fortunate residents and is generally well liked.Recently,
there have been several incidents involving Donald where he
has acted unsociably.

Donalds' current recreational pursuit is ice skating, which

he is encouraged to practice as often as practical.We realise
that daily excercise is desirable in a young person Donalds'
age, and although we are unable to send him skating every day,
he does go twice weekly, ensuring that although he is missing
the necessary physical education at school, this need is being
met within Beech Avenue.

Angus has visited Donald and ensured him that everything possible
was being done for him, Donald accepted this and accepted
Angus as his new social worker.

Kenny Lang, Donalds' befriender, is no longer employed as a
gamekeeper, and has not been able to give the same commitment
to Donald. This has been just another blow to the boy.

Donald has been counselled regarding all aspects of his life
and basically this young man feels forgotten by the social

- work department. He is tired of promises and now requires

positive results pointing towards his future.

SUMMARY & CONCLUSIONS

She also stopped
Charles form seeing Donald. Donald’s father displayed
interest, but began to backtrack as he was in a new
relationship, and had a baby.

Donald was attendong Merksworth, but his attendance
record was poor. He was at Hunterhill for a while, but
it did not take off, and he is now in Balrossie, which he
liokes. He does not mix well with large groups which
has implications for him returning to mainstream school.

Donald has been accepted onto the C.P. list. His
medical has been arranged, but there are no possible
families identified. There is also a Befriender
gpplication which Ellen will follow up. The letter from
he G.P. is still missing. Suggested that Ellen arrange
Lo mTet the prospective befriender prior to the Fostering
Panel .

Progress of Care Plan:

Since Donald's Initial Assessment on the 22nd May, 1991, his attendances

at Balrossie until the start of the summer holidays on the 28th June,

1991 were irregular.

The period from his Granddad's death on the 1llth June, 1991, was really
poor resulting in non attendance at Balrossie for the remainder of the term.
Although Donald had been encouraged to take part in any activities at
Balrossie during the summer holidays through previous meetings with his
keyworker of that time, he did not take advantage of this at anytime.

Donald arrives at Balrossie in good time for assembly each morning and has

settled in well.

2. Due to the recent change of keyworker, fortnightly extractions from class
have not yet started, but daily contact for short periods are proving to be

fruitful with regard to building a friendly relationship.

3. Beech Avenue keyworker is co-operating well with Balrossie, and both

establishments are well aware of any possible problems that surface.

4. The problems between Donald and his mother are continuing. However, a
birthday card was sent to him, and a chance meeting with her at a local
fair proved successful. Although those two events only show some
small interest it may be a basis for a better relationship between mother

and son.

5. Travel arrangements and the provision of school equipment were trouble free
from inception, but on the 16th September, 1991, an incident in the taxi

which was investigated by the Social Work Department resulted in Donald's

travel arrangements being reviewed.

It will be necessary to discuss this matter further at this Review.

In this respect, there have
been a mumber of visits undertaken by Miss Stewart and a number of home visits
undertaken by Donald throughout March and April. Although accepting that she
has problems in coping with Donald's behaviour, Ms Stewart, mother, has in the
past been somewhat reluctant to accept external supports such as groupwork and
befriending. Progress regarding the full time return home has been slow, and
there is a recognition that there is some danger that Donald will become too
comfortable in the care situation unless attempts are made to encourage both
Donald and his mother to look at realistic supports within the community.

DRAM would therefore recommend that Donald be included in the Commmity Support
Programme on a phased contact with a view to full time attending which should
continue at the point of Donald returning home.

After the previous RIC, Donald's name was placed on the At Risk Register. The
situation was monitored through weekly social work contact and by the workers

at Sacred Heart Youth Club. The relationships between Miss Stewart and her

son remained volatile. On 8.03.90 Donald asked permission of groupwork staff

to go to a boxing club. THis was granted but Donald returned to the group later
that evening stating that he was not returning home as his mother had shouted
at him. He stated that on returning home to collect his boxing shorts

she had accused him of not attending school that day. Donald also stated

that his mother was 'steaming'.

He stated that he had had enough of rows and being blamed for things that

he did not do and that he refused to return home.
Workers visited the home and ascertained that although Miss Stewart had been

drinking she was not unfit to care for Donald or Charles.

what resasrces/initiatives have been exployed to keep the child in the comunity?

Please give details of ay previoas discussions/meetings held

Donald's previous return home was seen at the time as a high risk strategy and this
situation was monitored closely. Donald attends Sacred Heart Youth Club, other

groupwork or a befriender was not seen as appropriate at this time as neither
Donald or hismother wished this. Miss Stewart was encouraged to attend a Womens

Group and alcohol courgelling but this was not taken up by her.

Short term care.

Disruption Report, compiled by Jacqueline Kerr, was distributed and read.

Purpose of the meeting

1. To review lhe background and needs of the child and to re-examine the
reasons why the placement was made.

2. To consider what happened during the placement, the events leading to
disruption and could any action have been taken to prevent the
situation occurring.

3. To identify what has been learned about Danald, in order to use this
knowledge to formulate future treatment plans.

4. To discuss with Mr & Mrs L, their future plans in relation to the
fostering task.

Personal History

Donald's mother, Miss Lorraine Stewart and his father, Mr William Burgess,
do not appear to have resumed their relationship after Donald was born,
and Miss Stewart claimed that she never received any support or financial
assistance fram him and there appeared to be a lot of ill feeling on her
part towards Mr Burgess and his family.

Shortly after Donald’'s birth, he was placed in foster care for around 4
months, due to Miss Stewart's accommodation difficulties and then he moved
with his mother to London, where they stayed with relatives for
approximately 2 years.

On her return to Scotland, Miss Stewart set up hame with the father of her
second son, Charles, and this relationship appears to have been fairly
stable, and lasted for about 8 years, the couple parting on good temms.
He now lives near Paisley and in fact Donald and Charles had contact with

him until around 1990, when Donald was received into care again for the
fourth time.

}ﬁsseoorﬂreceptimintofostercarehadbeenwhenhems9yearsofage
for ane week due to his mother being ill. The next occasion was in
October 1989, when he was 12 years old. At this point Donald moved to a
children's home as a result of a physical attack by his mother with a
knife and this incident helped to confirm that Donald and his mother had a
poor relationship, exacerbated by alcohol consumption an her part. It
appeared that over the years she had no real commitment to Donald and a
closer bond with Charles, whom she found more manageable However, both
Donald and Charles who had also been received into care at this point,
were returned hame after 5 days and their names placed on the Child Abuse
Register, and frequent contact maintained with the family.

However, Donald's relationship with his mother did not significantly
improve over the next few months and as previously stated, Donald's final
reception into care came in March 1990, when he was 13 years and he was
admitted to Beech Avenue Children's Home.

Situation within Beech Avenue

Following a "honeymoon period" of a few months, from August 1990 until
April 1991, Donald's behaviour was described as "deplorable" ranging from
bullying, vandalism, theft, glue sniffing to aloohol abuse. It was felt
that the pressure of mainstream education was to blame and the situation
greatly improved when Donald moved to Balrossie School as a day pupil.

It was noted that, although felt to be somewhat "disturbed", reflecting
his emotional instability and lack of comsistent care, Donald could
respond well, cn a one to one basis.

The structured and routine school day was viewed as much more positive
than allowing Donald "free rein" and he enjoyed many of the activities an
offer.

It was felt he could be obstinate, but if given time to think things
through — he could express his own opinions and could be talked round.

Donald was noted as finding it difficult to relate to his peers and as
having little trust in adults.

It was noted that Donald blamed himself for the problems with his mother,
especially initially, but it was felt that work with him in Beech Avenue

had led to his being more accepting of his mother's role in his reception
into care.

Also, although the bond was there with his mother, she was emphatic that
he was not returning home and it was felt, that again with help, Donald
was more accepting of this situation.

It was noted that Donald tock time to adapt to new circumstances and was

rather apprehensive about a move to a family, outwith his "home" area, but
it was felt that he would be willing to give a placement a try.

Mr & Mrs L were approved as Community Carers an 12th March, 1992.

Given that the couple were older and had a wealth of experience of
teenagers, in the form of providing supported lodgings to a number of

young people prior to applying as Conmunity Carers, they were used fairl
quickly. “

The couple were camnitted to the Commmity Parenting task and were keen to
take an a older child.

Linking Meeting — 27th July, 1992
At the Linking Meeting, it was felt that the placement was a suitable one.
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The main issues raised were Donald's relationship with his mother, the
befriender, current situation in Beech Avenue Children's Home and his
education. In relation to Donald's relationship with his mother, it was
noted that prior to January 1992, there had been little contact, however
then his mother re-married Mr W, a sergeant in the T.A. and following
this, Donald's access to the family increased. It was felt that Mr W had
a calming effect and the home situation became more positive and in fact
contact became almost daily. Apparently, Donald was aware that despite
this change, his mother did not want him to return home an a permanent
basis and he was treated as more of a 'visitor" than a family member.
Contact at the time of the Linking Meeting had cooled samewhat to around
twice per week and it was felt that Donald was able to acknowledge that he
would not be returning home, but he still felt disappointment every time
the access broke down. In relation to his befriender, it was stated that
this was a gamekeeper fram Cumnock and that Donald greatly enjoyed this
contact, which was expected to take place every 4-6 wecks, on a weekend
basis, as well as telephone calls in between. While in Beech Avenue, it
was stated that he had become more mature, tolerant and able to talk
through his problems. His appearance had improved as had his hygiene and
he was now interested in "girlfriends".

In respect of education, Donald was in Balrossie School as a day pupil and
on the whole, it was noted that he coped well. It was felt that he should
be able to make the transition to mainstream education, however, it was
stated that it would be preferable for him to remain at Balrossie until
due to leave school in the summer of '93, and possibly then attend a
college.

There were no health issues, apart from Donald suffering from asthma and
being a smoker and there were no legal considerations as such.

In conclusion, it was felt that Mr & Mrs L were an active couple and this
cambined with their social networks and supports; would provide Donald
with plenty to do in terms of leisure activities, if he wished,
integration into the local commmity, and a number of positive role
models.

It was felt that he would have a fair degree of independence and his own
roam and private personal space, but the opportunity to be nurtured if and
when required.

The placement at Balrossie would continue until further education was
required and access posed no difficulties for Mr & Mrs I, who were happy to
encourage Donald to maintain links with his own family and community.

Foster Panel — 20th August, 1992

At the RFFC Foster Panel, the placement of Donald with Mr & Mrs L was
recommended however, due to the existence of Daniel, with Mr & Mrs L on an
emergency basis, the placement of Donald was not approved and it was
requested that Daniel's situation be clarified before Donald's placement
went ahead.

This was undertaken, in that a Linking Meeting was held in respect of

Daniel D and Mr & Mrs L and it was agreed that the placement should be
pursued on a Commmnity Parent basis.

QM1 OMHIC*
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Final approval was given in October 1992 for Donald's placement to go
ahead, however, in interim certain aspects of Donald's situation had
altered.

It was stated that Donald had given up believing that the placement would
go ahead. He saw other children moving on, while he remained in Beech
Avenue.

Secondly, the contact with his befriender fell through. Apparently, the
man concermed gave up his job as a gemekeeper and was unable to take
Donald for weekends. Donald had viewed the contact as a "big adventure"
and was very disappointed. Also prior to the placement, Donald's social
worker changed, ard obviously this was rather difficult for Donald, given
that it occurred at a rather crucial time in relation to Donald moving to
a new situation.

Finally, Donald lost interest in his school work at Balrossie. His
ariginal goal had been to transfer to a new family and to make the
transition either to mainstream or some sort of college provisian.
However, everything else having fallen through, he refused to attend
Balrossie and instead spent his time lanquishing around Beech Avenue and
no alternative education was arranged. Also Donald's behaviour given all
these other factors, deteriorated and he became apathetic and generally
uninterested.

When RFFC were made aware of Donald's attitude, in the absence of Donald
having a new social worker at that point, social worker Alex Reil did
visit Donald and explained that the delays were in no way a reflection on
himself, but due to another lad who was with Mr & Mrs L on an emergency
basis and this seemed, at least at that point, to reassure Donald,
samewhat.

The situation with Daniel was clarified, in that Mr & Mrs L. and Daniel
were linked on a Commmnity Panel basis, at a Linking Meeting on 19th
October, 1992, and then the minutes in respect of Donald and Mr & Mrs L
were approved.

Planning of Introductions Meeting — 17th November, 1992

At this meeting in November, it was noted that within Reach Avemie, Donzld
appeared more settled, he had accepted the delays and the reasons for them
and was now in a better frame of mind for moving on. Another factor,
regarding his behaviour appeared to be that access with his mother had
"tailed off" as apparently he was not getting on so well with her and it
was stated that Donald was always more settled, in terms of his behaviour,
when he was not having access with his mother.

In relation to schooling, it was stated that Donald was no longer
attending Balrossie. BApparently, due to his non-attendance over a
continuous period of six weeks, Balrossie had formally withdrawn their day
placement.

Mr & Mrs L had been unaware of this until this point and as mainstream
school was not considered appropriate, the social worker for Donald, who
had recently been appointed, Angus Woods, was investigating the
possibility of work experience through Reid Kerr College.

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It was felt that as it was hoped to place Donald fairly quickly due to the
previous delays, that to attempt to organise education provision in time
for Donald moving in with Mr & Mrs L would be fairly difficult. Bowever,
the couple made it clear that they would find it difficult to have him
around the house all day, and were insistent that some form of educational

package should be arranged.

It was agreed that an access agreement with his mother should be
renegotiated as well as contact with his befriender, after his move to Mr
& Mrs L.

Introductions then took place and were successful.

Interim Planning Meeting — 7th December, 1992

At this point, all was going well and in relation to the main issue, ie. —
the education provision, it was stated that it was hoped that Donald would
gain a place at Reid Kerr College in January 1993, but if not, that the
Social Education Unit in Paisley would accommodate him, until such times
when Donald could commence college.

Donald officially moved in with Mr & Mrs L, following a Children's Hearing
on 22nd December, 1992.

The Placement — 22nd December, 1992 — 11th January, 1993

Following successful introductions, there were no major difficulties
within the placement until the 11th January, 1993. Donald appeared to
interact fairly positively with Daniel and apparently the boys played
music together and in fact it was Daniel who seemed more jealous of
Donald, but Donald handled this well.

Donald re-established contact with his mother and it was planned that he
had weekly access on an overnight basis. Access seemed to increase and it
was noted that Donald often had access three times per week and his mother
apparently used him to babysit for his younger brother.

In relation to Mr & Mrs L they had no objection to Donald having frequent
contact with his mother and were flexible in allowing him to visit her and
his friends and provided bus fares for him.

Possibly, because he was older and maybe because Mr & Mrs I. were older,
Donald had the notion that the placement was more on a supported lodgings
basis.

The placement was never explained to Donald on this basis, but possibly he
myhavelqmnthatMrsLhadbeenasupportedlarﬂ]adyinﬂlepast.
However, for whatever reasan, he did refer to the placement as his ''digs"
and appeared to operate with the couple on a more detached basis, as is
generally the case in that particular scheme. It was felt that possibly
due to these factors that the couple also began to view the placement
along these lines.

Other points during the short period the placement operated was, that

Donald felt he got less pocket money than Beech Avenue and that Mrs I had
"pulled him up" about his mode of dress and his "slang" language.

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Mrs L felt that money was never an issue, but did agree that at times she
waserrbarrassedby[xnald'sdxesssmseaxﬂnndeofspeedlanddidspeak

to him about it. Mrs L saw this as her way of attempting to get Donald to
"improve" himself and be more acceptable socially.

It was felt that, although early days, placement was pramising and that
a.lthcn.tghtherewereafewpointstobepickedupm, with regard to both
Mr & Mcs L and Donald, that these could be worked through.

Factors leading towards disruption

During the period with Mr & Mrs L, Danald went for 2 interviews at Reid
Kerr College ard was selected for a part-time skills course which gave him
experience of various different trades and he appeared very enthusiastic.

For the remaining time, it was agreed that he could attend the Social
Education Unit in Paisley. It was stated that Donald was very reluctant
to attend this Unit, but it was made clear to him the importance of
attending, both for himself, in that they provided support in terms of his
mllegeplacarmtarﬂfoer&MrsLandtheirrequjmnents, and the
smooth running of the placement.

Apparently, Donald had attended this Unit prior to the day pupil placement
at Balrossie and did not like it and stated that he had fallen out with
various individuals there and was reluctant to return.

Mr & Mrs L suspected that he was leaving their haome to attend the Unit and
College and in fact not attending.

However, on 11th January, 1993, Donald left to go to the Unit but failed
to attend.

He returned to the L's home, claiming that he had been assaulted by a gang
of youths and was therefore unable to attend the Unit. When Mrs L
questioned Donald about the alleged assault, obviously dubious that it had
actually taken place, he became extremely verbally aggressive and
maintained that he had no intention of attending the unit, and that he did
not wish to remain within the placement.

Mcs L then made it clear to Donald that he had to attend the Unit and then
it apparently became a verbal confrontation between them, with neither
side willing to step down.

Mrs L's son Alan who just happened to visit the home at this point,
attempted to intervene and reach same form of compromise, however
eventually his involvement further aggravated the situation and Donald
barricaded himself into his bedroom and refused to negotiate further.

AtthispointbtrsteltveryangrytcmardsDonaldarﬂthatshemsbeing
taken advantage of as someone who was "soft", by his refusal to attend the
Social Education Unit and his subsequent aggressive behaviour, and was
mlabletonmefmnthestanceshehadtakenandcmsequentlycmtacted
the Social Work Department and requested Donald's removal.

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Despite various telephone discussions, followed by social work visits,
neither Mrs L, Mr L (who later became involved in the situation when he
returned hame) or Donald wished to continue with the placement and Donald
was removed to Beech Avenue Children's Hame, that evening.

During discussions with the couple afterwards, they expressed their
feelings that they had been unfairly placed in a difficult position
regarding Donald's education provision.

However, once they were able to loock at the situation more naturally, they
were able to recognise Donald's difficulties in returning to full time
education again, and although still feeling that given the lengthy time in
Beech Avenue, prior to placement, with no education provision that this
issue could and should bave been resolved at that stage they were prepared
to be more open and flexible about this area.

They agreed to work again with Donald, towards returning to the placement
and in assisting him with his educational difficulties.

However, by this point, Donald stated that he had no wish to return to the
placement and wished to remain in Beech Avenue Children's Home.

He expressed the view that it was too difficult for him to go back and
that he was too embarrassed to return to face the couple again after being
so verbally aggressive and after all the names he had called them.

Factors leading towards disruption

Although the placement ended over an argument in relation to Donald's
attendance at the Social Education Unit, it was felt that there may have
been other factors, although of lesser importance, that may have
contributed, even in a small way, to the disruption of the placement, such
as:—

1. The length of time involved in making the placement, due to the
existence of the emergency placement with Mr & Mrs I, Daniel D. The
long wait unsettled Donald, and there was a period where he had given
up believing that the placement would go ahead.

2. There was a change in Donald's situation fram the Linking Meeting in
July 1992 to the Planning Meeting in November, 1992, namely that of
the education provision. In July, 1992, it has been stated that
Donald would continue at Balrossie , but by November, this facility
had gone, leaving a package to be put together of further education.

This package was new to Donald, who abviously found it very difficult
to retirn to full time education provision, especially given that he
had not been receiving any education at all on a considerable period
of time, and also that his previous experience of the Social Education
Unit had not been a positive ane.

Mr & Mrs L expected that any child placed would be in full time
education and when they were informed of Donald's situation at the
time of the Planning Meeting, they had expressed some doubts, about
the placement, as dbviously at that point, the education provision had
not been fully clarified.

QM1 9MHIC*
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Mr & Mrs L did exhibit a samewhat unrealistic approach towards
Donald's education situation and did have difficulty in appreciating
the reasons why he may be reluctant to attend the Social Education
Unit, at the time. With hindsight, they were able to view the
difficulties more appropriately but felt that they had been left to
deal with the problems of the operation of the education package with
little support and assistance, and it was felt that this exacerbated
their attitudes. They maintained that had Donald been attending the
Unit for some months and then difficulties had arisen, they would have
attempted to help him work through the problems, but they felt that
his education was not addressed until the anset of the placement, and
they felt that it was unfair both to themselves and Donald.

Given that Donald was only in the placement a matter of weeks, it was
acknowledged that no relationship had been built up between himself
and Mr & Mrs L, therefore when the problems arose, their was no
attachment and conmitment on either side to work through the
difficulties.

Each side became locked in their own viewpoint and there was no
alternative at that point, but to end the placement.

The loss to Donald of his befriender prior to the cammencement of the
placement was a blow which did not help his confidence or self esteem.

Although Mr & Mrs L supported Donald in relation to the access and his
mother did voice her support of the placement, he had very frequent
access to his mother during the placement ie. 3 times per week. It
was felt that his strength of feelings for his mother could have been
underestimated. Although rejected, Donald still loves his mother and
wishes he was back hame and possibly being in a family re-activated
his feelings and led to the increased access.

The argument between Mrs L and Donald, resulted in both of them losing

- their temper and saying things which were regretted later.

Donald's language and threats and the vehemence of his outburst also
shocked Mrs L, who then felt vulnerable, and the situation escalated
fram there in that both became so angry that neither was willing to
move from their entrenched positions.

When the situation had calmed down some time later, the couple were
able to consider that their attitudes to Donald attending the Unit had
provoked the argument and that they should not have lost their temper
and they were willing to try again.

However, Donald felt unable to face them after what he had said and
the placement ended.

Present situation with Donald

Donald returned to Beech Avenue, where he continues to reside.

There has been no contact since the day of the argument, 11th January,
with Mr & Mrs L.

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Donald was able to tell his mother what happened, with the support of his
Social Worker and the situation with the placement appeared to have
reamkenedhisintexestinhisnahmalfatherarﬂﬂmiswastobegmsuai.

It had been hoped to move Donald anto Redheugh, however, this also fell
flat as Redheugh was closing down and it was stated that although fairly
resilient, Donald felt let down again and did lose his faith in the Social
Work Department and the staff's ability to help him plan for his future.

This was noted as being a difficult period for Donald, especially the
month of January when he had cut his hair and absconded. It was felt that
he had since worked through these more negative feelings and his situation
appeared more positive again.

Beech Avenue have agreed to let Donald continue to reside there until he
can move on same form of independence. It was felt that Beech Avenue
could provide the stability he reguires at present and although he resents
the younger children within the hame at times, it was noted that he was
becaming tidier and not wearing his black beret so much, now that his hair

His Social Worker had been spending a lot of time with him and following
up areas of his interest to give him a feeling of worth. Also a holiday
had been arranged for him with family friends in Manchester, and he has
mtbeenspemdjngsomwhtjmealcnea:ﬂisstartﬂgtomixwiﬂmhispeers
again.

It was stated that those working with Donald appreciated that he had come
through a difficult period, pre, during and post placement, but were
hopeful that life would pick up again for him and that his future would be
more positive.

Situation with Mr & Mrs L

Given that there were quite a few issues to be dealt with, in relation to
Mr & Mrs I, it was agreed that a Foster Parent Review would be held in the
near future.

Conclusion

It was felt that the matching of Donald and Mr & Mrs L appeared
appropriate, given that Donald had close ties and loyalty towards his
mother and brother and was not looking to replace this with another
family.

It was stated that Donald was in the main wanting out of the Children's
Home and did actually refer to the placement as his "digs', Mr & Mrs L were
older and they accepted the placement on this basis and were not a threat
to Donald and his mother.

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It was felt that the delay in the placement had led to various issues,
which although not major in themselves, had caused disruption prior to the
placement and obviously had an unsettling effect on Donald.

The delay in itself also caused stress for Donald, in that he had given up
believing that the placement would take place.

It was also stated that following the delay, the placement introductions
themselves were possibly rather quicker than they could have been.

It was felt that Donald could have a stubborn nature and that Mrs L was
also determined by character and that when they clashed, it became
samewhat of a battle of wills with neither side willing to give way.

Finally, the education sitvation was basically viewed as the main issue,
in that given his history, previocus education experience, the placement at
Balrossie ending and Donald having no education provision for same
considerable time, that he would obviocusly find any move to full time
education again, difficult to handle. It was appreciated that attempts
should have been made to address Donald's position earlier, prior to the
onset of the placement but also that Mr & Mrs L's insistence an full time
education, although understandable, was unrealistic given Donald's
situation, and the couple showed a lack of flexibility in this area. It
was felt that this issue would possibly always have been an issue and had
it not arisen so early in the placement, it would bhave surfaced sooner or
later, given the strength of feeling on both sides.

To conclude, it was stated that, hopefully the lessons learned will be of
benefit in respect of Donald and planning for his future and that a Foster
Parent Review will be held in the near future to consider the issues
highlighted in respect of this case, in relation to Mr & Mrs L.

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‘gggonr FOR DISRUPTION MEETING OF THE COMMUNITY PARENT PLACEMENT
OF DONALD STEWART, DATE OF BIRTH 12.9.77 AND MR & MRS_LAMMOND,
59 GLENSHEE AVENUE, NEILSTON, GLASGOW

~Background to Placement :

On 27 July 1992 a Linking Meeting held at the Regional Family Finding Centre,
recommended that Donald be linked to Mr and Mrs Lammond on a Community Parent
placement. At that time Donald was resident within Beech Avenue Children's
Home, and was a day pupil at Balrossie List 'D' School.

This Linking was ratified at a Community Parent Panel on 20 August 1992,
however, due to difficulties surrounding Daniel's placement with Mr and Mrs
Lammond, final approval for the placement was not given until October 1992.
During this time Donald's situation had changed, his behaviour within
Beech Avenue had begun to deteriorate, and the more significant change was
that his educational needs were now no longer being met at Balrossie.
Donald stopped attending Balrossie and no other educational provision was
provided for him. He spent all of his days within Beech Avenue Children's
Home.

As a result, at the placement Planning Meeting Mr and Mrs Lammond were first
made aware of Donald's lack of education provision and at this time

Mrs Lammond made it specifically clear her difficulty in dealing with this.
Social Work staff present at the meeting assurred Mrs Lammond that some
form of education provision would beprovidedin order that the placement could
commence. The educational provision that was hoped to be made would be

a part—-time course at Reid Kerr College supplemented by Donald's attendance
at the Social Education Unit situated witfinthe Paisley area.

It was consequently agreed that introductions to the placementshould comrence due
to the importance of placing Donald within the placement very quickly.

Itwas recognised by all involved that Donald had been through a difficult
period, and that he should be placed as quickly as possible.

The Placement :

After a very successful introductory period Donald was placed with Mr and
Mrs Lammond on 18 December 1992.

There were no apparent difficulties within the placement until the disruption
date on 11 January 1993. Donald seemed to settle well within the Lammond's
home, and Mr and Mrs Lammond did seem to be fairly flexible with Donald in
terms of his access to his mother and contact with his friends.

The main area of contention continued to be Donald's education and Mr and
Mrs Lammond's insistance that he have education provision. During this time
Donald did successfully gain a place at Reid Kerr College, and at the
Social Education Unit in Paisley. He was, however, very reluctant to attend
this unit, but it was made clear to him the importance of going to this unit
in order that he gain support with his college placement and also to assist
the smooth running of the placement.
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On 11 January 1993, however, Donald was sent out to go to the Social Education
Unit in Paisley and he decided not to attend. He returned to the Lammonds home
claiming that the had been assaulted by a gang of youths and was unable to
attend the Social Education Unit. When Mrs Lammond questioned him about this
alleged assault, Donald became extremely aggressive and began to maintain

that he was not going to attend any education unit, and that he did not

wish to remain within the placement. It was clear from descriptions that

this contact between Mrs Lammond and Donald developed into a ''battle of
wills'", with neither of the twoable to step down.

Shortly after Donald's return home Mrs Lammond's son, Alan, (who was
visiting the family home) tried to intervene but it was clear that he was
unable to make any compromise between his mother and Donald. Donald
consequently barrackaded himself into his bedroom, and refused to negotiate
any further. Mrs Lammond at that time felt very angry and "put upon" by
Donald's reluctance to go to the Social Education Unit and his subsequent
aggressive behaviour. In his argument with Mrs Lammond he threatened

Mr Lammond, and it was clear that Mrs Lammond was very shocked and angry at
Donald's sudden change in behaviour when confronted with a difficult issue.
As a result Mrs Lammond found difficulty in moving from her stance and
consequently contacted the Social Work Department to request Donald's removal.
Despite discussions by various members of the Department, it was clear that
neither Mrs Lammond, Mr Lammond (who later became involved in the situation),
or Donald wished to continue with the placement. As a result Donald was
removed to Beech Avenue Children's Home that night.

During discussions with the Lammonds after the disruption, it was clear that
Mr and Mrs Lammond found themselves in a difficult position, and one which
they felt they had been unfairly placed in. During discussions after the )
placement disruption Mr and Mrs Lammond were able to recognise the difficulties
that Donald in being able to return to any educational provision, and
although they had quite clear views that his educational difficulties should
have been resolved prior to the placement, they were able to look more
realistically at this situation and were prepared to work with Donald towards
returning to the placement and assist him with his educational difficulties.

However, Donald was now maintaining that he did not wish to return to the
placement, and wished to remain in Beech Avenue Children's Home. It was

consequently clear that the placement could not be salvaged.

Reasons for Disruption :

It was clear that the main reason for disruption was Donald's lack of
educational provision, and the difficulty Mr and Mrs Lammond had in dealing
with this. Mr and Mrs Lammond did make it clear from the onset of the
placement that the placement would not succeed if Donald did not have
appropriate educational provision and they still quite clearly feel that

at the time of linking,Donald's situation was radically different from the
boy described to them at the onset of the placement. They also continued
to maintain that if Donald's difficulties with his education had begun within
the placement, they would have attempted at all costs, to help him work
through this but they feel that this situation should have not been left
until the onset of the placement and should have been dealt with prior to
the commencement of the placement.

It was clear that Mr and Mrs Lammond did have difficulty in understanding
the reasons for Donald's reluctance to attend the Social Education Unit

on 11 January, but it is recognised that they quite clearly felt that they
had been left to deal with Donald's educational difficulties and were
receiving little support and assistance with this.
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Mrs Lammond also in particular found difficulty in backing down from a
situation that she and Donald had found themselves in , and it was
quite clear that she felt very threatened by his aggressive behaviour
towards herself and her husband.

There is also some concern at that time about Dorldscommitment to the
placement, and his wish to perhaps end the placement. After disruption,
and despite Mr and Mrs Lammond's willingness to discuss reinstigating the
placement, it was very clear that Donald did not wish to return to the
Lammond's home and wished to look at alternative placements for him in the
future.

In conclusion it is clear that there are several areas that have to be
addressed regarding this disruption

— the length of time it took to make the placement

— the change in Donald's situation from the Linking Meeting to the onset of
the placement

— the lack of preparation into planning educational provision for Donald
prior to the placement

— the lack of support which Donald received in recommencing his education

— Mr and Mrs Lammond's difficulty in dealing with Donald's reluctance to
attend school

However, learning from past experience, it was felt that this should be time limited.
One of the major difficulties in the move to Community Parents was the time delay.
Redheugh has been visited and Donald is keen to pursue this option. Redheugh have
vacancies.

5.T.I.P.S outlined their expectations and resources and offered to organise a meeting
between Donald and Supported Lodging placement if he wished.

There are no Supported Lodgings placement at present but support/contact could be offered
via their Drop-In for semi independent young people.

The home situation remains much the same and contact is informal.

At present Donald is attending Reid Kerr College 4 half days weekly and is evidently
enjoying this. The course ends in May 1993. Social Worker Angus Woods will pursue
future responsibilities for employment with Donald.

There are no health issues.

SUMMARY

It was generally agreed that the present period of respite in Beech Avenue was not ™~
appropriate for Donald's longer term needs.

Donald requires to move to a more semi independent placement. He requires to be
prepared for this but also requires a move in the foreseeable future. Redheugh has
vacancies, Donald is interested and has been invited for a second visit.

Experience of his college placement indicates Donald can succeed in a situation which he
opts into.
