I was beaten up by the other kids constantly. My cousin Tommy would invite his friends around and they would beat me. They were all in the army. I would be black and blue. One time Tommy’s friend came to the house and he strangled me until I passed out. They then hung me out a window. I used to have to wear long sleeves because my arms were black and blue. I wore a short sleeve top one day and Agnes asked me what happened to my arms and I told her. She did nothing. Agnes was a dictator and a liar.
