ANALYSIS OF FAMILY BACKGROUND

[image: ] peter were never able •to -develop an amicable relationship and jccagionally hit peter.[image: ]
In July 1989 Peter moved back to his father..in Hartlepool and stayed there until March 1991. During that time his relationship with his father deteriorated and he ran away from Hartlepo with his father accusing him of Stealing money from the house and being out of control.
During the period of his absence from Rosneath, and Peter returned to his mother, who was at that time in a very, distressed condi tion. From hig return Peter attended school only sporadically and when spoken to gave assurances that he would try harder to attend. These intentions on Peter's part were never transferred to action.[image: ]
'HE CHILD
Peter, although he was 14 years old in November 1991 is a tall, well built youth who appears much older than he is. He says that as a result of this and his lack of progress at school, that he is the subject of bullying.
In order to combat this Peter has tended to try and make friends with the older boys who bully him and to maintain this friendship has gone along With almost anything they suggest.
[image: ]
He is at times open and communicative and will state that he understands the nature Of his problem and will take steps to remedy it. The stage between recognising the problem and doing anything to effect change has been his difficulty[image: ]
Both parents have described Peter as a problem throughout his life and feel that he needs medical help. Mrs Noble has conceded that Peter has not had a stable secure background [image: ]and that the difficulties she faces with Peter should be seen in a ,wider context.
REPORT TO THE CHILDREN'S HEARING
Peter Noble (cont)
THE SCHOOL
Educational assessment has proved impossible to carry out fully since Peter has not attended school for a sufficient period of time to enable its completion. He does travel in to school on the school bus but more often than not either does not go in or signs in and leaves shortly after. Teachers have found him to be abusive on occasion.
ATTITUDE TO GROUNDS OF REFERRAL
peter states that he and another 2 youths found a key which they thought belonged to the owner of a cottage in Rosneath. He says he knew the cottage to be empty on Friday nights so they went along to gain entry. The key would not open the door and Peter admits kicking the door open. Another youth entered the house and having found a large surn Of money called Peter in.
The boys took the money, shared it out and went on a spending spree in Helensburgh.
He freely admits to his guilt regarding the incident but says he is easily led. This response comes easily to Peter who doesn't seem to consider either the moral wrong of what he is doing or the possible detrimental consequences to himself. He expresses regret at what has happened, but the writer is left wondering about the sincerity of thig expression.
[image: ]His attitude towards his mother demonstrates a lack of respect for her and authority in general. He seems to have a lack Of understanding or ability to plan for the future and merely reacts to whatever situation he currently finds himself in.
MATTERS OF PARTICULAR CONCERN
I Failure to Attend School
Up to present Peter has consistently failed to attend school on a regular basis. Following the meeting held at school (see school report behaviour) [image: ]referred Peter to the Divisional Educational Office. He is excluded in the meantime.
2 Offending Behaviour
Peter has been drawn by keeping unsuitable company deeper into situations where he is likely to offend. Apart from the current grounds it has come to the writer 's attention that he has been involved in other incidents which are as yet unsubstantiated. He also has an outstanding charge of resisting arrest.
3 Relationship with parent and co—hab
This relationship at home has completely broken down. On Thursday 23 January Peter [image: ]ran away from home and was apprehended and received into care on a Section 15 Order on Friday 24 January. He is currently resident in Blairvadach Childrens Home[image: ]
ASSESSMENT AND POSSIBLE OPTIONS
As previously stated Peter is currently resident in Blairvadach Childrens Home . This department hag contacted the Divisional Education Officer and a meeting has been arranged in Hermitage Academy to explore the possibility of Peter 'g return there with the Social Work Department in loco parentig prepared to sign a guarantee of behaviour.
REPORT TO THE CHILDREN'S HEARING
Peter Noble (cont 2)
It is hoped to use his return to school and residence in Blairvadach to complete a period of assessment and produce a plan for Peter's future in his best interest.
Should thig prove to be too difficult to arrange In Blairvadach we may be requesting the panel to arrange a period of assessment within Cardross .

INTRODUCTION
Peter appeared a little anxious when he entered the centre school. However, he listened to the instructions on the assessment procedure and settled down to the work tasks that were set for him.
PHYSICAL
Peter Is a tali boy with a good athletic build and has shown particular ability in physical education.
ABILITIES
Peter tends to coast along doing the minimum of work to keep him from getting into trouble .
The quantity of work Chat he produces is poor and the quality could be better.
His attention span is quite short and will engage in conversation with the other children in his class keeping them off their work.
In number skills, Peter has a grasp of the four standard operations for combining numbers, although he is not sure of the multiplication tables. When given assistance he can identify the mathematical strategy to solve problems in the written form, however, he does not always know how to apply the principle. Peter is good on mental ari thmetic and tends to do most mathematical calculations in his head. Peter does, however, struggle with percentages, measuring angles and social mathematics .
In oral language Peter is articulate, has a good vocabulary and is quite able to express himself and maintain a logical conversation.
His reading is fluent and he is able to accurately identify the main concerns of the text. He is also able to state accurately, not always in his own words, individual items of information retrieved from the text. Peter's creative writing is fairly well organised but his vocabulary is restricted which limits his possible range of expression. This is possibly linked to Peter's poor spelling, he tends to spell words phonetically without regard to spelling rules .
His sentence structure tends to be quite restricted and he pays little attention to the use of punctuation marks .
In his other subject classes he is found to be easily led by his peers result—

ing in disruption in class work and he allows others to make decisions on his behalf which has a detrimental effect upon his class work.
He has shown a particular interest in physical education and performs well in this subject.
BEHAVIOUR / •
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PETER NOBLE (CONTINUED)
BEHAVIOUR
Peter absconded from the centre school on 16 March 1992, with another boy from a subject class and was later returned to the centre by the Clydebank police.
Peter is seen as having a IOW level of stability with no guarantee of his behaviour or attitude. He is also seen as being pleasant and co—operative when it suits him.
SOCIAL / PERSONALITY
Peter has made some friends since his arrival at the centre school. He enjoys the company of the other children and it is important to him to be 'one of the boys . He is aware of what is going on around him and tends to get involved in issues which bear no direct relation to him.
Peter has a warm, friendly side to him and he has a good sense of humour and he also likes to be the centre of attraction.
Peter tries to put on a front to give the impression that he is 'super cool [image: ]and full of confidence whereas, he seems to have a low self esteem and lacks confidence in hig own abilities. This was demonstrated in the physical education class.
Due to Peter's height he gives the impression of being rrore mature than his chronological age would suggest and is treated as such resulting in more being expected of him. He is perhaps immature in his moral development.
Peter has been warm, friendly and co—operative in his attitude towards teaching staff.
ATTITtJDE[image: ]
Peter is aware of the reasons that brought him to Cardross Park and states that he feels bad about the whole situation.
He puts forward as the reason for his offending as wanting to be 't one of the boys" and finds it difficult to say no when peer group pressure is applied. Peter admits that he lacks confidence in himself and Is easily led by others.
Peter freely admits that the relationship with Mr Hendry is non—existent and he is not prepared to try to improve the situation.
His relationship with his father is dismissed by Peter as "so so ft and does not see his future being with him.
Peter's relationship with his mother means a lot to him and he would like to return home to be with her on her own. He feels bad about upsetting his mother and is aware of doing this to her.
His attitude to the centre school has been fairly positive stating that he enjoys the centre school 's less formal approach.
He has stated that he does not want to return to Hermitage Academy and feels that if he went to another mainstream school he would try harder. It is Peter's intention to leave school when he becomes sixteen years old.
Peter / •

PETER NOBLE (CONTINUED)
Peter does not appear to fully comprehend the effects of his actions on others and himself. He pays little attention to the consequences of his actions. He hag stated that his main fear is being sent to a List 'D' residential establish— ment and states that he will run away if placed in one.
Peter would like to be a long distance truck driver as he enjoys travelling.
CONCLUSION
Educationally, Peter has some weak pointg in number work and in language skills which require to be addressed.
Presently, Peter might not gain fully from returning to a mainstream school, his needs might be better addressed through a small group teaching setting.

REACTION TO ADMISSION
Peter was admitted to Cardross Park Child Resource Centre under Section 43(4) of Social Work (Scotland) Act 1968 on Friday 6 March 1992. Peter was accompanied by Jan McQui11an, a member of staff from Blairvadoch Children 's Home. During the admission process Peter was very pleasant and co—operative. After documentation procedure was completed, Peter settled quietly with the other residents for his first evening in Fruin unit.
PERSONALITY AND BEHAVIOUR
Peter has shown himself to be a friendly and likeable young man, consistently displaying an extremely sociable nature and many positive personality traits.
He is an able conversationalist and enjoys participating in discussions. He has a wide range of interests and likes to speak about them, and in general displays a respect for the opinion of others.
Peter gives the impression Of being older than his fourteen years. This impression is initially suggested by Peter's physical appearance and is compounded by his ability to interact comfortably with both adults and other residents . Peter hag stated that although he does feel older than his years he is also aware that others have higher expectations of him that he cannot always live up to.
On occasion, staff have observed Peter indulge in immature behaviour. At these times his behaviour deteriorates into childish, crude jokes and comments. It
D	would appear that so long as he has an audience he will slip into this type of behaviour. When spoken to about this inappropriate behaviour, his reponse is to assume a rather arrogant demeanour. This type of situation has not proven to be extremely persistent or problematic during Peter's stay but is indicated here to highlight the confusion experienced by Peter because of the raised expectations of others.
Peter fully understands the reasons surrounding his reception into care. He has no difficulty in discussing these events and is open and responsive to questions on the subject. Nevertheless it would be fair to say that Peter is extremely unhappy about his present circumstances .
The highly structured regime and level of staff presence has left Peter feeling cooped up and confined' • Even although he relates well to the staff group he does resent the lack of space' . He is well aware of and understands the reasoning behind the controls but is reluctant to wholly accept our legitimacy. Generally Peter displays a cool facade in order to disguise his insecurities and fears. But on occasion his frustration is evident and is generally displayed by a sullen, tense expression.
It /[image: ]
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PETER NOBLE (CONTINUED)
It is recognised that with regards to his situation and future Peter hag felt at rock bottom during his stay here. This was very evident on hig return to the centre after he absconded from Centre school. He returned to the centre on the same day he left and was emotionally at a very low ebb.
RELATIONSHIP WITH PEERS
In general Peter has chosen not to become too involved with members of the group. On arrival he spent most Of his time with a female member Of the group but even this cooled off fairly quickly. He hag tended to isolate himself but nevertheless in spite of this solitary stance he hag established himself as top Of the pecking order.
This 'status' has been easily achieved as within the present group there is basically no competition. It has been suggested that if the composition of the group was different then a more anti—authoritarian side to Peter may have been evident. However, Peter has been observed being manipulative, with this verging on him bullying younger, less able residents just a touch. Fortunately this has not been a serious difficulty and it must be acknowledged that there has been scope for Peter to be more forceful and he hag not capitalised on this.
In general Peter has displayed a capacity for being amiable and has shown that he possesses an even temper and a sense of humour. Unfa•tunately this has on occasion deteriorated and he has acted immaturely by humiliating others in the group to amuse himself. On the other hand he has shown that he can also be patient with the limitations of others . In fairness to Peter it would appear that the sense of confinement combined with the 'wearing' behaviour Of other members of the group has put his tolerance to the test.
RELATIONSHIP WITH STAFF / MANAGEMENT TECHNIQUES
From the outset Peter had no difficulty in communicating with staff, and, in general approached them in a mature manner. It has been noted that throughout his stay he hag questioned the majority of existing rules and regulations regarding behaviour and routine. However, as he has generally complied, albeit with
D	a moan and sometimes a degree of reluctance, it would appear that he was establishing ground rules rather than challenging authority.
Although Peter has occasionally displayed an arro*lt demeanour he is more inclined to be polite and pleasant with staff. Most staff have enjoyed a fairly constructive relationship with Peter as he has been confident and relaxed in engaging staff in conversation, and has openly discussed the events which proceeded his reception into care.
Peter has not presented any management problem during his Stay and although questioning of structures and boundaries of unit life he has never made attempts to push the limits It Is probable that complaining has been his much needed release valve It is difficult perhaps for Peter to see his stay here in a positive light in view of his circumstances.
HEALTH
During his stay in Cardross, Peter has enjoyed good health. He is very particular in his appearance and has maintained a high standard of hygiene. Peter's high level of physical fitness is obvious and he is keen to participate in energetic activities e.g. football and swimming.
PETER'S /[image: ]
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(CONTINUED)
PETER'S VIEW / CURRENT SITUATION
Peter fully understands the reasons surrounding his reception into care. He has no difficulty in discussing these events and is open and responsive to questions on the subject. Unfortunately he does not appear to display a great deal of regret for the offences he has been involved in, tending to stress the point that he was 'easily led' ,which he appears to see as lessening his responsibility. On the other hand when Peter is speaking Of his family It is evident that he hag genuine affection and concern for them — especially his mother and does experience remorse for the upset his actions have caused.
Although Peter's first choice regarding future plans would be to return home he is mature enough to accept that this is not a realistic option. Alternatively Peter has proposed that he resides in a children's home and attends mainstream school . Peter level Of commi tment to this proposal may indeed be questionable but this remains to be seen.
Mrg Noble's contact with peter during his stay has been minimal. She has shown interest in but no commitment to Peter's future plans. When given the opportunity to speak with staff she has chosen not to. This situation has led to obvious difficulties and has limi ted the options available and has hindered the assessment process.
CONCLUSION
Although Cardross would not have been Peter's first choice of residence, he has æcqted the situation with a degree of resignation. Also, it must be appreciated that Peter is extremely unhappy about his overall circumstances . During his stay Peter has responded positively to the adult support if not the structure of the centre but this reflects events and experiences of the past.
Peter has qualities of control and maturity which could be developed to his advantage and it is Important that these aspects and Peter's own proposals be addressed at conference .

Mr Robinson explained the purpose of the meeting and the manner in which it would be conducted. He emphasised the importance of participation on
[image: ]Peter's part and urged him to make his thoughts and feelings known. Mr Docherty was asked to give a brief account of the circumstances leading up to peter's admission to Cardross. The three main areas were failure to attend school and behaviour during periods when he did attend, behaviour within the community and his mother's inability to exert control, The Social Work Department were of the opinion that the possibility of working with Peter in the community still remained.	However i the relationship between [image: ]and Peter had reached the point where a return home could not be considered. Peter attended a Children's Hearing, the outcome of which was that Residential
Assessment be undertaken. Peter ran off and was placed in Blairvadac•h Children i s Home after apprehension until such times as a vacancy occurred at Cardross. He was admitted to Cardross on 12 March, i 992.
Ms Main stated that Peter soon began to identify with older boys Who were truants and such behaviour became part and parcel of the manner in which he operated.	He would not accept school rules. Mrs Noble was involved With the school quite a lot but came to the point where she was unable to control his actions resulting in the School referring the case to the Social Work Department.
At Blairvadach Peter did not present any great management problems. He did fit in reasonably well and was fairly popular, although it was recognised that he did not have any real competition because of his physique. The younger children tended to 100k up to Peter and, in fact, accompanied him on occasions Of absconsion.
The Centre School reported that Peter was a bit anxious initially. However, he has responded fairly well apart from being a bit chatty at times, to the distraction of others. He has some problem with number work but, given assistance he can carry out and complete set tasks. His spelling is poor and this has an adverse affect on his written work.	Oral cormuni cation presents no problems and he can draw things out to a satisfactory conclusion. Within the Centre School, Peter has displayed behavioural stability although it was felt that he could be easily led which could result in a change of attitude. He appears to enjoy Cardross although he maintains he wants to be with his mother, a move which he realises is not feasible at present.
Within/. .
2
Within the unit there has been no problem regarding Peter remaining within the structure and strictures Of residential life. He has never lost control, but has, on occasion, cast an angry look or mumbled under his breath when remonstrated with. No serious incident has occurred and he has backed off each time when confronted.	In many ways he has been an asset to the group and his relationships with staff is good.	He is honest when discussing his situation and appears to be able to grasp and acknowledge the reality Of his situation. Mrs Noble has been in touch by telephone but has not visited.
Although Mr Nee could not attend the conference he did share some thoughts with Mr McCall ion. He also feels that Peter has a good grasp of where he is at present.	He would like to move from this posi tion either by moving back in time or moving forward a few years into adulthood. Resurrection of parental contact is very important and should be worked at as quickly as possible. Mr Nee suggested that moving towards residential care would not be helpful at this time.
[image: ][image: ]General discussion covered consideration of various resources including Children's Home, Residential School, Fostering and Community Parents. The first two options were not seen as appropriate at this point in that mainstream school attendance would be a requirement with regards to Children's Home placement and peer group composition would be a detrimental factor in the case of residential school. Peter's frustration could be increased by the pressure due to mainstream school structure and it was felt thät he had been in care such a short time that the Social Work Deparmtent has not had space to work alongside him, which would be denied to a great extent by residential school placement . Working towards bringing together Peter and his parents was seen as extremely important and it was therefore dust as important that placement with a family wag not viewed as a replacement family.	Because of this the meeting were of the opinion that Community Parents be sought as opposed to Foster Parents.
The following areas were identified as requiring further investigation before a definite plan can be formulated[image: ]
1 Clarification regarding the feasibility/ availability Of obtaining Community Parents.
2 Attempts to be made with a view to getting mother and son together, difficult as that may be.
3 Discussion with Mr Nee to ascertain what could be arranged to meet the need for alternative education.
Those present agreed to reconvene on Thursday 7 May, 1992, at 11 am when, hopefully, sufficient information will be available to enable a sound recommendation to be made.
As an interim measure, Conference would respectfully request that Peter be returned to Cardross on a Residential Supervision order when he appears before the Hearing on 6 April, 1992.
Peter will remain at Cardross on a voluntary basis until the Hearing takes

2. Attempts to be made with a view to getting mother and son together, difficult as that may be.
3, Discussion with Joe Nee to ascertain what could be arranged to meet the need for alternative educazion.
Within the centre, Peter has progressed both in the unit and in school. He has a positive attitude to his schoolwork and takes part in all subjects and activities. Peter relates well to adults and children and has kept out of any trouble or bad behaviour within the group.
There was concern expressed at the last meeting about Peter 's ability to cope with mainstream education and the need for possible specialised resources was discussed.	Teaching staff at Cardross and Peter agree that
•he could in fact cope in a mainstream setting.
Joe Nee has visited Peter in the Centre and has not assessed any need for specialised education and has pointed out that perhaps education is not the priority need inPeter's life at present.
David Burke expressed strong concerns about Joe Nee's contribution as he was of the opinion that educational provision should have been identified by 	Nee.
The paperwork for application for community parents has now been completed and will be passed to Farnily Finding. Helen Muir stated the application seems appropriate but informed the meeting that timescales are difficult to predict and placement could take up to twelve months[image: ]
Peter's contact with his mum has been, apart from one visit at the Centre, limited to phone calls.

After a discussion on options available/ appropriate all present were of the opinion that Peter should return to mainstream school and be placed in a local children's home while awaiting placement with community parents.
To assist and support Peter in a return to school Rosemary Finnigan (Y.P.I.T. Project) will be asked to become involved ag ghe has links with local schools.
Peter will be encouraged to pursue interegtg outwith the centre and join a youth club etc .
A Child Care Review will be arranged around mid June when timescales for placement with community parents and Peter' 3 commitment to attending school should be clearer. This would then a33i3t in planning for a Children's Home placement.

PANEL REPORT on
PETER NOBLE (DOB 18 11 77) 2 Cedar View, Rosneath
ADMISSION/PRESENT SITUATION
Peter was admi tted to Cardorss Resource Centre on Friday 6 March under Section 43(4) of the Social Work (Scotland) Act, 1968.
GROUND or REFERRAL
I Breakdown of family relationships 2 Offending wi thin the community.
3 Truancy from school/behaviour in school .
On his admission to Cardross, Peter was resident in Fruin Assessment Unit. At the Assessment Conference on 25 March, 1992, it was agreed by all present, that more time was required to allow further investigation into certain areas before a definite plan could be formulated.
AREAS TO BE INVESTIGATED
1 Clarification regarding the feasability/availability of obtaining community parents
2 Attempts to be made with a view to getting mother and son together.
3 Discussion with Joe Nee, Psychologist, to ascertain what could be arranged to meet the need for alternative education.
It was agreed to reconvene the meeting on Thursday 4 May.
Peter attended a Children's Hearing on 6 April, 1992. It wag the panel decision that Peter return to Cardross on a residential supervision order.
Shortly after his Hearing Peter was transferred within the Centre to Carman Holding and Preparation Unit. This would allow for an individual care plan to be drawn up for Peter. The remit of Carman would easier facilitate the formulated plan.
Due to unforeseen circumstances the assessment review scheduled for 7 5 92 took place on 14 5 92.
The decisia-s of the Review were as follows.
I Peter to return to mainstream school, namely, Our Lady and St Patrick's High School, Dumbarton.
2 Work with Family Finding Team would be ongoing.
3 Children's Homes would be investigated as an interim placement.
4 A further Child Care Review would be arranged to assess Peter's commitment to formulated plan.

A Child Care Review was held on 23 9 92 and discussed the progress Peter had made, both within the Centre and at Our Lady and St Pat's Secondary School. It was agreed by all present that Peter had made considerable progress in both these areas, in his attitude within the Centre and in his commitment to attending school.
Although the workers from the Family Finding Team were still actively pursuing a suitable place for Peter, it was the opinion of the meeting that the interim place wi thin a Children's home suitable to Peter's needs be investigated as soon as possible.	Joe Docherty, Social Worker, agreed to present Peter I s case at D.A. S. U. at the first available opportunity. He would also investigate appropriate children' s homes.
Immediately after Peter 's case was presented and plans approved by D.A. S. U. , Joe Docherty informed us that a possible place may become available at
Burnside Children's Home. This was thought to be suitable to Peter's needs .
The location would allow Peter to continue his education at Our Lady and St Patrick's. It would also allow Peter to maintain the friendships he had built up in the area.
After a meeting with Joe Docherty and staff at Burnside, it was agreed that it might be appropriate, subject to panel decision, for Peter to take up residence with them . A plan was formulated which would allow Peter to have weekend leave prior to the Hearing and possible admi i on.
RELATIONSHIP WITH PEERS
Peter has proved to be a popular member of his peer group. Al though on the surface Peter would appear to be isolating himself from his peer group, it does not detract from his popularity. This could in part be due to Peter's stature and calm manner. He does not appear to feel under any pressure to prove himself.
Peter is quite friendly and open to other residents but does not appear to try and cultivate any special or close relationships.	He did form a friendship with a particular boy, who left the Centre some time ago to return home. He has maintained this friendship albeit on a fairly irregular basis.
RELATIONSHIP viTH STAFF/MANAGEMENT
Peter has presented as a friendly and likeable young man. He is fairly confident in his approach to staff, both male and female, and can communicate in a fairly mature and articulate manner.
Peter is relaxed and open in discussion with staff about his past and present si tuation. One almost feels he is looking for some kind of clarification as to why all the events in his past happened to him.	Was it all his fault? There are occasions when Peter can be quite demanding and childish. When reprimanded he can be quite arrogant and cheeky. These occasions which were rare in the past have recently become more frequent. On talking to Peter one gets the impression that it is total frustration of his situation that is making him more susceptible to mood swings .
On the whole Peter has presented no real management problems during his stay here. On most occasions he is compliant with the structures and routines of the Centre. There are , of course, times when he will test to the limit any restrictions or rules which the staff may try to enforce.
PERSONALITY/BEHAVIOUR
Peter has shown himself to be a presentable and sociable young man with a pleasing personality. Although only 14 years old his physical appearance and manner would suggest he was somewhat older than his years.
On occasion Peter will lapse into really childish behaviour. This usually takes the form of silly or crude comments to an all too receptive audience . When reprimanded he will become withdrawn and sulky. These moods however rarely last very long. One rather disturbing facet of Peter's behaviour which causes concern, is the amount of lies he can tell and how easy they appear for him.	It becomes very obvious when peter wishes to spend time outside the Centre with a person:ox• persons he knows will not be thought of as suitable companions by those involved with and concerned about his welfare.
HEALTH/HYGIENE
During his stay in Cardross Peter has enjoyed reasonably good health . He is very particular about his personal hygiene and needs no pressure put on him to bathe daily. Like most teenagers however he is extremely untidy and has to be constantly reminded to tidy his belongings .
INTERESTS
Peter is an extremely physical young man. He enjoys most sports but is particularly keen on running.
He has quite recently joined a local boxing club. Peter appears to enjoy it, both for the sport and not least for the opportunity to involve himself in the community.
On two occasions this year Peter has had the opportunity to go on a trip with the Ocean Youth Club which he thoroughly enjoyed.
FAMILY

PETER'S VIEW
Although in the past Peter was fully understanding Of the reasons behind being in Care, or to be precise, Cardross. He is finding it more and more difficult to understand why he is still here. He feels as though he has been let down in the past, and all the plans were simply just words on paper. In his mind nobody actually appeared to be doing anything.
He/ . . .
He is extremely pleased, though understandably nervous about the latest developments involving Burnsi de.
Although Peter's ultimate aim would be to return home, he is aware how unrealistic this is. Therefore a move to a Children's Horne and eventually cornhunity parents is at this time quite acceptable to him. Peter is aware that only his own commi tment to this plan can bring about its success.
CONCLUSION
During his stay at Cardross it has to be noted Peter has accepted the situation with a degree of resignation, which would suggest a maturity beyond his years. Although he hag responded positively on most occasions, it is becoming pretty obvious that Peter requires to be in a position where he would be able to take more responsibility for his own I Ife. This would of course need to be in conjunction with a degree Of structure and support. Given the appropriate opportunities Peter will hopefully respond and will eventually be a responsible member of any community he wishes to be part of.

	Peter had forgotten much Of the basic rules for multiplication through the lack of practice. He has been practicing his tables of multiplication and has shown progress in thig area.
Peter is more familiar with the concepts of bar graphs and plotting co—ordinates and is able to draw and interpret graphs .
Further progress in these areas have been prevented due to Peter absconding from the centre school and following a work programme in his room .
These areas will be followed up now that Peter has returned to the centre school.
A spelling correction book has been set up to enable Peter to note words which he spells incorrectly and spelling reviews can be carried out to check up on his spelling .
peter has moved into the English extraction class where he will be able to work at Standard Grade English Level
After Peter t s assessment conference he and another boy absconded from the centre school and were later returned. However, they both absconded again and were return to the centre once again .
Since this episode Peter has not given any cause for concern at the centre school
Peter was taken to join an under 16' s Rugby Team. Peter performed well in thig situation and integrated well into the team. He showed commitment and enthusiasm and was well received by all the other team members.

Previous assessment conference held in Cardross 25 March 1992
Decisions as follows : —
1 Clarification regarding feasibility/availability of obtaining community parents.
2 Attempts to be made to strengthen mother/son relationship .
3 Meeting to be art•anged with Joe Nee, educational psychologist, to ascertain what could be arranged to meet the need for alternative education.
Since the assessment conference held on 25 March 1992, Peter attended a panel on 6 April 1992, at which the decision tAcenvnsto return Peter to Cardross on a Residential Supervision Order. He remained in Fruin assessment unit until a place became available In Carman, holding and preparation unit, on 21 April.
The transfer to Carman unit was considered to be a positive step for Peter. Firstly, it would provide him with the opportunity to build up his independence and secondly, help to prepare him for his eventual future placement.
[image: ]Peter settled well into Carman. He enjoys the slightly more relaxed atmosphere within the unit. He is aware however that the same basic rules and controls are operative throughout the centre . Peter interacts well within the peer group. He is a popular asset to the group and will involve himself in most activities . Peter's height and stature usually places him near the top o? the pecking order within his peer group. To his credit though he does not use this negatively i.e. bullying.
Peter presents as a pleasant and articulate young man. He shows no preference for male or female, seemingly at ease with both. He enjoys individual attention and will discuss his situation in a mature and sensible manner.
He appears to have made some progress in that he realises he is ultimately responsible for his own actions.
To date Peter has caused no management problem. He accepts the rules and regulations necessary to the efficient running of the centre, though not always wi thout question.
Peter enjoys the activities on offer within the centre i.e. football, pool, table tennis . He also enjoys and fully participates in outings to swimming or any other activity on offer outwith Cardross He has expressed a keen interest in running and given the opportunity would possibly take it up seriously as he states that he has been involved in competition running previously .
FAMILY SITUATION
Peter does not talk a lot about his family. When he does it is obvious he has a genuine affection for them. He is particularly concerned about his mother and is remorseful about any upset he may have caused her through his actions .

PETER NOBLE (CONTINUED)
Due to the situation at home there has not been a great deal of contact, although Mrs Noble does try and telephone him when possible.
PETER' S VIEW
Peter resents being in care but fully understand the reasoning behind his being here. He sees his future with community parents because he feels he has no other option apart from remaining in care.
He is aware this could be a long term solution for him and is anxious about what could happen to him in the short term.
He enjoys living in this area and has suggested several times that he would like to have another chance at living in Blairvadach Children 's Home.
He is aware of the stresses this would place on him regarding the peer group pressures he has experienced in the past and given in to. He is adamant however he could now cope .
CONCLUSION
Although Peter has coped extremely well within Cardross, given Peter's past history it would be unrealistic to expect him to cope on the same level for an unlimited period of time .
It would therefore be in peter's best interest that an alternative placement be identified as soon as possible.
The options available will hopefully be addressed at review .

DECISIONS
I Peter to remain in Cardross.
2 Community Parents — To await outcome of screening meeting.
3 Mainstream schools to be investigated
4 Pursuits outwith Centre to be pursued.
Since the last review Peter has started attending Our Lady & St Pat's. Ini tially Peter had problems in settling into the routines necessary for attending mainstream school. However, he overcame this, and, according to reports received, responded well to school routines and discipline.
Unfortunately on 14 September, 1992, an incident occurred within the school which resulted in Peter assaulting another pupil and he was subsequently suspended for a three day period.
Within the Centre Peter causes no management problem. which is to his credit given the length of time Peter has been resident here and the emotional pressures he is under. peter has been rather subdued lately, this possibly due to the fact he does not see that there has been any progress made regarding community parents or an interim placement.
Peter had a visit from Alex Neil, from the Family Finding Team, he did not show any real enthusiasm after this visit since he was of the opinion that it was just more talking and no real action.
It has proved difficult to get Peter interested in any activity outwith the Centre, which he would have to attend on his own. He felt rather vulnerable, having to face yet another strange situation on his own. Recently, however, he has started attending a boxing club in Renton Youth Club. He is attending in the company of a friend from school. The boy's parents are aware of Peter's present circumstances and are agreeable to Peter accompanying their son and have also very kindly asked Peter to tea in their home one night per week.
FAMILY SITUATION
Due to Mrs Noble's present circumstances she finds it difficult to visit Peter. She does however telephone whenever possible, and Peter really looks forward to these telephone calls.
Peter still finds it extremely difficult to accept what he sees as his mother's rejection of him. He also finds it very difficult to discuss the situation, putting up a very defensive front whenever the subject is broached.

Al though in the recent past Peter has been adamant about not wanting to contact his father, he is now stating he will write to him to see if he will offer him a home. This more than anything would emphasis how dejected Peter is feeling at this moment.
CONCLUSION
At this particular time Peter is finding it difficult to accept his present situation. He is of the opinion that no one is making any real effort on his behalf.	rt is the writer's opinion that Peter needs can, to a limited extent, orl'-—t be met at Cardross. Therefore the review mugt address the need for Peter to progress from Cardross, and discuss the options available,
