He has recently been involved in the purchase and use of cannabis and has encouraged other children there to use it. Staff have also found Peter to be less than truthful in his responses to questions asking about where he spends his time outwith the home.
At the last child care review a decision was taken to seek a place at Gielsland School and following referral to DASU on 26th April I now write to request that consideration be given to Peter for a place with you.

I am writing on behalf of Peter Noble, resident at 10/6 Roy Young Avenue, Haldane,
Dunbartonshire, (from 12th April 1999) to request section 29 money to assist him in moving into his own tenancy.
There appears to be a level of confusion in relation to factors which have led to the decision that Peter was not to receive section 29 monies. I am writing on Peters behalf to ask for a review of the decision based on the following information.
The information comes from conversations with Peter himself and Pat Taylor a worker with West Dumbanon Supported Accommodation Team.
Peter is 21 years of age, he has had various residential care placements, within West
Dumbarton. At the age of 16 Peter left care to move to supported accommodation at Armdale
House, Argyll where he stayed for a couple of months. Peter then moved in with his mother at Rosneth, Argyll. The relationship broke down for a short while and Peter went to stay with friends in the Haldane area of Dumbarton, he then returned back to his mother who was then staying in Rhu. Peter then moved in with his girlfriend who stayed in Knightswood. This relationship broke down and Peter was left homeless for a period of time. He then spent 5 months living in an assessment flat in Clydebank, being supported by West Dunbartonshire supported accommodation team.
In the last four and a half years since Peter has left care his life has been chaotic in the sense that he has been without permanent accommodation.
Peter wrote to yourself a couple of weeks before his 21st birthday, requesting section 29 monies to help him set up home.
[image: ]Your letter of response was never received due to an innacurate address. Pat Taylor (S.A.T. worker) Clydebank, followed up Peters letter with a phonecall to yourself and Mr John Bryden (Peters social worker). She recalled the conversation / discussion that took place whereby you outlined the reasons why you felt Peter wasn't entitled to section 29 monies.
Who Cares? Scotland gratefully acknowledges financial support from Savc the Children Fund, Scottish Lottery Charities Board and other voluntary organisations

1) Army Career since leaving care:
This was not the case. Peter did two and a half weeks of army training while in Burnside Childrens Unit - this should not be seen as a Career!
2) Peter didn't work with S.A.T. continuously:
Peter did work with S.A.T. (worker Iris Vasile) during his stay in care and as a care leaver. He drifted from this as many young people do when they leave care. However he has reestablished links with S.A.T. They have assessed his ability to take on a tenancy and he has been offered and accepted a tenancy with Cube Housing Association.
3)He left the care system some time ago:
This is true, but his lifestyle has been chaotic and unsettled in these years, he is now it seems able to sustain a tenancy and he needs support, practical, emotional and financial, to be able to achieve this successfully.
[image: ]	West Dunbartonshire S.A.T. have been proving the practical and emotional support / resources. To enable young people to sustain their own tenancies a full package of support is needed and therefore I would ask you to review your position regarding section 29 monies.
4) The Social Work Department said Peters mother received some financial assistance when Peter moved in with her.
Peter doesn't recall this, however if this was the case, which was a while ago it does not assist him in his current situation.
Peter wasn't established in the community as the social work department believed and is now only at this stage. West Dunbartonshire have and will continue to provide a support package but only in terms of emotional and practical support. Peters date of entry to his tenancy is 12th April 1999.
I can appreciate that this request is asking you to make a decision at you own discretion however I hope you will be able to review your previous decision.
Thank you for taking the time to read this letter and I look forward to hearing from you in the near future.
