I am providing this statement in support of the above survivors Redress Scotland application. I know them personally and wish to offer information about their experiences they shared with me, and the impact this has had on their life.

What the Survivor shared with me
The homes she was in must have been very bad, she never had a cooked meal, It was always microwave meals they gave the children in care, I think Brian was taking them up all the time, He was always drunk straight from the pub, peeking in their rooms whenever they were getting dressed. He had an affair with one of the girls Claires age. I can’t remember what the girls name was, she witnessed her sister getting hit with a hairbrush by Petula, she would go out and if she didn’t return at night they weren’t bothered, they didn’t phone the police or anything, anything could have happened to her when she was out.
Petula put Claire out on her 16th birthday with nothing in place, no money, no accommodation, and no help to sort those things. I do believe Claire is not telling us the whole story, so as not to upset myself. I remember her telling me about 3 or 4 girls went into some mans house and all woke up naked in the morning after being drugged. This was also whilst in Petula’s care. Not reported missing, and they never went to the police, she doesn’t know what happened if anything that night. She never received clothing money that she was entitled to from the social work.



Impact to the Survivor that I have observed
She has definitely struggled, she turned to drink and drugs, it’s impacted her family life she struggles with relationships, she’s never been employed, our relationship is not bad, we used to stay together, but we cant do it now, we just, we have our own problems in our heads you see.
