Personal Statement
Foster Parents – Joe & Louise Gillian. 21 Kinnis Court. Dunfermline. KY11 4XH
At the age of 12, my stepfather brutally assaulted my mother, leaving her for dead. My brother Gary and I were placed in foster care with Joe and Louise Gillan, while my two younger siblings were placed in different homes. I stayed with them for about six weeks, and this experience has left me with lasting mental scars. Joe and Louise were abusive towards me; they would pull down my pants and hit me on the buttocks. Bruising my legs and buttocks.  
This punishment could have been for something as minor as wetting the bed, and I estimate I was beaten around three or four times during my stay with them. I was raped by Joe Gillan on one occasion, and there were two or three other instances where he forced me to touch his penis. I reported this to my social worker, John Hughes, who promised to investigate, but nothing was done. I ran away from home, and upon returning, I would face further beatings.
At mealtimes, if I didn't like what was served, I was given nothing else and left to go hungry. When I took showers, Joe would enter the bathroom and pull back the shower curtain to watch me. He often made inappropriate comments about my developing body, and I lived in constant fear. My brother informed me that Joe did the same to him, asking him to pull back his foreskin. and we were eventually returned to my mother after she was discharged from the hospital.
This experience has severely impacted my mental health, leading to persistent low moods and suicidal thoughts. I have spent time in psychiatric facilities to address my complex mental health issues. I continue to experience flashbacks and night terrors related to these events. I struggle significantly with sleep and rely on sleeping pills and anxiety medication prescribed by my GP.  I did turn to alcohol for a very long time, and I struggled with addiction. I’m an alcoholic. I have been sober for many years now.
