Personal Statement

Quarriers Home in Bridge of Weir
At the age of 2, I was placed in Quarriers Home in Bridge of Weir because my mother allegedly attempted to gas my siblings and me. A panel decided we should be taken into care. I don’t recall much, but I do remember one Christmas Eve when my mum visited. I went to the toilet and accidentally wet myself, which led to me being put in a corner and not allowed to see her again. The next day, I had to wear an apron instead of trousers as a form of punishment, which I found very humiliating. The staff often hit or slapped us if we were too noisy or talking at night when we were supposed to be sleeping. This happened frequently, and I witnessed it happening to other children daily. Sometimes, I was belted on the legs by staff and shouted at by teachers. If I didn’t eat my dinner, I was forced to sit there without being offered anything else, left alone in the dining room while my food got cold. I never had privacy while bathing; we had to line up and jump in one after another, getting cleaned with a hard brush. I was separated from my brother, who was also in care but placed in a different home, and at times, we were denied family visits. I often experience flashbacks from my time in care, and these memories have resurfaced. I have had multiple failed relationships and have been married four times, and I believe my experiences in care have significantly influenced this.
